Subject: *'The Gospel Skip.”

Texr: “Thou shalt come into the ark,
thou an1 thy sons and thy wife and thy sons
wives with thee.” —Genesis vi., 18.

In this day of the steamships Luecania and
Majestic and the Paris I will show you aship
that dn some respects eclipsed them all, and
which sailed out, an ocean underneath and
another ocean falling upon it. Infidel seien-
tists ask usto believe that in the formation
of the earth thers have been a ha¥f dozen de-
Juges, and yet they are not willing %o be-
lieve the Bible story of drie delu:é. .

In what way the catastrophe came we know
Eot-‘whﬁher by the stroks of a comet, or by

ashes of lightning, changing the air into
water, or by a stroke of the hand of God, like
the stroke of the ax between the horns of the
ox, the earth staggered. To meet the catas-
trophe God ordered a great ship built. It
was to_be without prow, for it was to sail to
no shore. It wasdo be without helm, for no
human hand should guide it. It was a vast
structure, probably as large as two or threa
modern steamers. It was the Great Nasterit
of olden tima. ’

Crash! go the rocks in convulsion,
Boom! go the bursting heavens, Theinhabi-
tants of the earth, insiead of flyingto house
top and mountain top, as men have faneied,
sit down in damb, white borror ta din.

The invitation
that went forth to Noah sounds in our ears,
“Come thou and all thy hause into the ark.”

Well, how did Noah add His family coms
Into the ark? Did they elimb in at the win-
dow, or come downthe roof? No: they went
through the door. And just o, if we get in-
to the ark of God's merey; it will bo throig
Christ, 1he oct, Tha ontraiice to the 4rk o
0ld must have been a very large entrance.
Weo know that it was from the fact that there
were monster animals in the earlier ages,
and in order to get them into the ark, two
and two, according to the Bible _ptntopwnf,
the door muet hate been very wide and very
high. Ko the door fiitothe merey of God isa

arge door.  We go in, not two and two, but
by hundreds, and hy thousands and by mill-
lons, Yea, all the Nations of the harth may

The door of tho ancient ark was in the

—the pierced side, the wide open side, the
heart side—that woe enter, Aha, the Roman
soldier, thrusting his spear into the Saviour's
side, expectad only to let the blood out, but
he opened the way to let all the world n!
Oh, what & broad gompel *o prench! if a

“Come, for all things are now ready!” It
is a wide door! Tho old eross has been
taken apart, and its two pleces are stood up
for the doorposts, so far apart that all the
world can come in. Kings seattor treasures
on days of great rejoicing, %o Christ, our
King, comas andv.catiersthe jewels of heaven,

Rowland Hill sud that he hoped to get
into heaven throtigh the sreviess of the
door. Bat he was not obliged thus to go i,
After having preached the gospel in Burrey
Chapel. going up toward heaven, the gate-
keeper eried, "i:ift up your Heads, yo ovar-
Iasting gates, and let this man coma in!"
The dying thief went in. Richard Baxter
and Robert Newton went in.  Europe, Asia,
Africa, North and South America may yet
go through this wide door without crowd-
ing. Ho! every one—all conditions, all
runks, all people! Luther said that this
truth was worth earrying on one's knens
from Rome to Jeruealem, but Ithink it worth
carrying all around the globe and all around
the heavens, that “God =0 loved the werll
that He gave His only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth In Him should not
perish, but have everlasting life.” Whogoever
will, let him come through the large door.
Archimedes wanted a fulerum on whiech to
place his lever, and then he said hs could
move the world, Calvary is the fulerum,
and the cross of Christ is the lever, and by
that power all Nations shali yet be lifted.

Further, it s & door that swings both
ways. Ido not know whether the doon of
the anclent ark was lifted or rolled on
hinges, but this door of Christ opens both
ways. It swings out toward all our woes: it
swings in toward the raptures of heaven., It
swings in to let us in; it swings out to let our
ministering ones comes out.  Allare one in
Christ —Christians on earth and saints in
heaven,

One army of the living God,
At His command we bow,

Part of the host have orossed the flood,
And part are erossing now.

Bwing in, O blessed door, until all the
earth shall go in and live, Swing out until
all the heavens come fofth to celebrate the
viotory.

But, further, it is a door with fastenings.
The Bible says of Noah, “The Lord shut him
in.” A vescel without bulwarks or doors
would not be a safe vessel to go in.  When
Noah and his family heard the fastening of
the door of the ark, they were very glad.
Unless these doors were fastened the first
heavy surge of the sen would have whelmed
them, and they might as well have per-
fshed outside the ark as inside the ark.
“The Lord shut him in.” Oh, the per-
feet safety of the ark! The surf of the
sea and the lightnings of the sky may be
twisted into a garland of snow and fire —
deep to deep, storm to storm, darkness to
darkness—but onece in the ark all is well.

The great deep of commereial
disaster was broken up, and fore and aft and
across the hurricane deck the waves struck
him. But he was safely sheltered from the
storm. “The Lord shut him in'" A flood of
domestic troubles fell on him.” Sickness
and bereavement eame. The rain pelted;
the winds blew. The heavens are aflame.
All the gardens of earthly delight are washed
away. The mountains of joy are buried fif-
teen cubits deep.  But, stapding by the
empty crib and in the desolated nursery and
in the doleful hall, onee a-ring with merrv
voices, now silent forever, he oried, ““The
Lord gave, the Lord hath taken away 3
blessed be the name of the Lord.” “The
Lord shut him in.”

All the sins of & lifetime clamored for his
overthrow. The broken vows, the dis-
honored Sabbaths, the outrageous profani-
ties, the misdemeanors of twenty years,
reached up their hands to the door of ghe
ark to pull him out. The boundless ocean of
nis sin surrounded his soul, howling like a
simoom, raving like an euroclydon. But,
looking out of the window, he saw his sin
slak like lead into the depths of the sea., The
dove of heaven brought an olive branch te
the ark.

Here Ké may have hard work to
get 4 Hodse; but it my Father's house are
many mansions, and rent day never comes.
Hore thers are deathbeds and coffins and
graves; thire no sickness, no weary watching,
fo chokiny eough, no consuming fever, no
chattering chill, no tolling bell, no grave,
The sorrows of 1ifd shall come \p dnd knock
at thé door, byt o admittance. The per-
lexitids of iife shall come up and knock on
he door, but no admittance, Safe forever!
All the agony of earth in one wave dashing
agninst the bulwarks of the ship of eelestial
light shall not break them down. Howl on,
¢ winds;, and rage, ;ve seas! The Lord—
'the Lord shut hin in!™

Oh, what a grand old door! 8o wide, so
easily swung both ways and with such sare
fastenings. No burglar's key can pick that
lock. No swarthy arm of hell can shove
back that bolt. I rejolce that I do not ask
you to come aboard a crazy craft with leak-
ing hulk and broken helm and unfastened
door, but an ark fifty cubits wide and 300
cubits long and a door so large that the
round earth, without grazing the post,
might be howled in.

Now, {f the ark of Christ s so grand a
place in which to live and die and triumph,
conle into the ark. Know well that the door
that shut Noah fii shit others out, and
though; when tho pitiless storm came pelt-
fog on their heads; thdy bedt upon the door,

agying: “Let md in! "Let mé 10" the door
d not open, ¥or 120 years they were in-
vited. They expocted to come in, but the

dntedildvians sald: “We must cultivate
these flelds; we must be wortli more flocks
of sheep and herlds of cattle; we will wait
until we get a little older; we will enjoy our
ald farm 4 little longer:” But meanwhile
the storm was brewing. The fountains of
heaven were fllling np. The pry was being

Out of the wreek of the erash His body is
drawn, but his goul is not picked ap. It flad
behind dsdiftet eodrser into the great fu-
ture, Dead, and outside the ark!  Or some
night he wakes up with » distreas thdat mo-
mentarily inereases until he shrieks out with
pain.  The doctors como in; and they give
twenty dops, Lt He reljef; forty drops, fifty

drops, sixty drops, but no reélicf. No time
for prayer.  No time to read one of the
promises, No time to get a single sin par-
doned.  The whole house is aroused ip
slarm:  The ehildren seream.  The wile
faints, The putses {dil. The heart st--!»ﬂ.

I have nodoubt that derision kept many
people out of the ark. The world laughed
trame & miatt gdo It wud sald: “Hore 18 a
man starting for the ark. WE¥, there will
be no deluge, I thers is one, that miserahle
ship will not weather it. Aha, going into
the ark! Well, that is too good to keep.
Hare, fellows, have yon heard the news?
This man is going into the ark!’ Undec
this artiliery of scorn the man's good reso-
Iution perishad,

And ro there sre hundreds kept out by the
fear of derision. Tlhe ¥oting man asks him-
self:  “SWhat wonld they say at the store to-
marrow morning if I should become a Chris-
tian? When T go down to the club house
they will shout, "Here fomes that new Chris-

tian. Bupposo you will not Bdve anything
to de with us now, '\'"l'l""m yon are pray-
inz now. det down on your knees and let

us hear you pray. Come, now, give us a
touch. Will not do it, 57 Pretiy Christian,
vou arel’” Is it not the fear of being
langhed at that keeps you out of the kingdom
of God? Whirh of these seorners will help
von at the last? When yon lie down ona
dying pillow, which of them will be there?
In the day of eternity will they bail you out?

My frienddsdnd neichbors, comea in right
away. CUome in througlt Christ, the wide
door—the door that swings ot toward you.
Come in and be savel. Come and be h:u-;-y.
“The Spirit and the Bride say, Come.”” Room
in the ark! Room in the ark!

But do not com« alone., The text invites
you ta bring your family. It savs, “Thou
and thy sond and thy wife.” You eannot
drive themin. If Noah had tried to drive
the pigeons and the doves into the ark he
would only have scattered them. Some par-
ents ara net wise about these things. They
make iron ranles abovt Sabbaths, and they
fores the catechism downt the throat as the$
would hold the ehild’s nose and foree down
8 dose of rhubarb and ealomel. You cau-
not drive your children into the ark. You
ean draw your children to Christ, bat you
cannot eoeree them. The eross was lifted
not to drive, but to draw. “If I be lilted up
I wiil draw all men unto Me,” As the sup
draws up the drops of the morning dew so
the sun of righteousness exhales the tears o
repentence.

Be sure that yon bring your husband and
wife with you. How would Noah have felt
if, when he heard the rain pattering on the
roof of the ark, he knew that his wife was
outside in the storm? No; she went with
him. And yet some of you are on the ship
“outward bound™ for heaven. But your
companion i8 unsheltered. You remember
the day when the marriage ring was set.
Nothinz has yet been able to break it. Siek-
ness came, and the finger shrank, but the
ring staid on. The twain stood alons above
the child’s grave, and the dark mouth of the
tomh swallowed up a thonsand hopes, but
the ring dropped not into the open grave.
Days of poverty eame and the hand did
many a hard day’s work, but the rubbing of
the work against the ring only mads it shine
brighter. Shall that ring ever be lost? Will
the iron elang of the sepulcher gate erush it
forever? I pray God that you who have
been married on earth may bo {ogether in
heaven, Oh, by the gquiet bliss of your earthly
hame, by the babe's eradle;, by all the vows
of that day when you started life together, I
beg you to see to it that you both get into
the ark.

Come in, and bring your wife or your hus-
band with you--not by fretting about relig-
ton or dingdonzing them about religion, but
hy a consistent life and by a ecompelling prayer
that shall bring the throne of God down into
vour room.
