Bad Managament in the Handling of
Your Uncle Sam’s Cash.

The fiscal yoar 1894-95 ended June
29th, and from official and scmi-oflicial
figures obtained at the troasury depart-
ment it can be stated that a deficit for
the year will be about $43,500,000.

Socretary Carlisle, on December 3,
1894, estimated timt the deficicney
would be $20,000,000. As ‘ulmwu by
the oflicial figures this estimate was
more than 823,000,000 out of the way,
due largely to the elimination of the
income tax from receipts. lnd the
house bill, with sugar, iron and coal
placed on the free list, beccome n‘law,
the actual deficit for the present fiscal
year, instead of being over £13,000,000,
wonld bave been over $63,000,000,
