ful speech of thanks for the honor con-
ferred upon him. He reviewed the eall
for tbo_oonvention and said that it had
been summonued to represent the wishes
of the people of Georgis, in reference
to the question so deeply and vita'ly
affecting their interests. He asked why
it was that in this great siate this year
and last year, although bountiful crops
had been harvested, discontented and
grumbling voices thould be beard from
the mountains to the sea. He attribu-
ted it fo the drastic financial policy of
the administration which has apprecia-
ted the money, bonds and stocks in the '
bands of the capitalists of {he conntry. |
He thought,under a wise, judicious and

liberal financial system the depression ‘
on all sides would be dissipated and
prosperity wounld return to the people.

He laughed at the theory of supply
and demand, and said it was not over-
production that sfilicted the people,
but underconsumption, which was
greeted with loud applause. He dwelt
at some length on the present purchas-
ing power of the dollar, end said it
would bay more of labor aud the pro-
duct of labor at this time than it cver
could before.

He denied that the convention had
been ealled by men who wanted office
and declared he wanted no office and
@eﬁred no bigher honor than the priv-
ilege o serving his people. He knew
of no man connected with the silver
movement who was not actuated by the
tame high purpose that animated the
men who were present at the birth of
the democratic party. He declared
that the other side was actnated by
selfish motives which ho deplored as he
had seen waves of fanaticiem, waves of
war and waves of pestilence, but no
waves that were so destructive to the
1nterests of the people as this wave of
cupidity and avarice now sweeping-
over the country. He announced the
convention ready for busincss.

On motion of Captain Evan Howell,
of Fulton, a committee on resolutions
was appoiunted, -one from each congres-
rional district and two from the state
at large. The committee appointed
consisted of the following: First dis-
trict, A, J. Brenner; second district,
Olarence Wilson ; third district, S, T.

When the resolutions committee
was appointed a motion was made and
carried that the chairman appoint a
vice president for the state lcague,
one from each congressional district
and two from the siate at large.

The Platform Agreed On.

The committee on recolutions agreed
upon the following report:

“We, the represeniatives of the
people of the state of Georgia, who
favor the bimetallio standard of botlr
gold and silver, in convention assem-
bled, indorse and adopt as the senti-
ments of the convention the following
preamble and resolutions, adopted by
the Memphis bimetallic convention, on
the 13th day of June, 1895:

““Whereas, Silver and gold coin have
in all ages constituted the money of
the world, were the money of the
fathers of the republie, the money of
history and of the constitution.

“The universal experience of man-
kind bas demonstrated that the joint
use of both silver and gold coin as
money coustitate tho most ttable
standard of value and that the full
amount of both metals is necessary as
a medium of exchange.

“The demonetizaticn of either of
these historic metals means an appre-
ciation in the value of money, a fall in
{h- prices of commodities, a dimiou-
tion of profits of legitimate business,
a continued increase in the burden of
debts, a withdrawal of money from the
chanuels of irade and indunstry, where
it no longer yields a eafe and sure re-
turn, and its idle accumulation in tho
banks aud the great money centers of
the conntry.

“There is no health or soundness in
a finapcial system under which a
hoarded dollur is productive of io-
crease to its possessor, while an in-
vested dollar yields a constantly di-
minishing return, and under which
fortunes are made by the actions of
idle capital or by a persistent fall
in the prices of commodilies
and @ persittent dwindling in the
margin of profits in almost overy
brazeh of useful industry. Such
a system is & premium on sloth and a
poim!l_v upon indusiry, and ruch a
system is that which the eriminal leg-
is'ation of 1873 has imposed upon this
conntry.

“Ihe bimelallio standard of silver
and gold has behind it the cxperience
of agos aud has been tested and ap-
proved by the enlightened and delib-
srate jnlgment of mankind. The gold
«tan lard is a departnre from ike ece-
tabiished poliey of the civilized world
with nothing to ¢ mmend it but twen-
ty twe years of depression and disast«r

gold standard,. There can be no
restoration of prosperity, no perma-
nent rehef from prevailing conditions
until the great cause has been removed
by a complete restoration of silver to
its proper place as a money metal,
cqual with gold. .

“We believe in & money of stable
preciative standard ; it is only through
the practical operation of bimetallism
that a stable standard of walue can be
secured. A standard constituted of
moucy constantly increasing in value
is not a sonund, a single, nor a stable
standard, but a constantly changing
standard.

*““The «flect of gold monometalism is
to cstablish one standard for the cred-
itor and another for the debtor; and
there can be no more dishonest mone-
tary system than that which gives
short measure to the borrower and
long measure to the lender. :

*Under the policy prevailing prior
to 1873 there can beno violent change
in the relative value of the two metals,
for a rise in value of one metal is coun-
teracted by a decreased demand, and
a fall in value by an increased demand.
Under the operation of this benificent
law & stable relstion was maintained
between them in spite of the most ex-
treme changes in relative productions,
From the first period of our history
up to 1873, the right of the debtor to
choose whether he shounld pay his
debts in silver or gold coin was alwaya

has been to transfer this right to the
crediter, thus tending to constantly
increase the value of the dearer metal
and destroy the parity between them.

“Believing that it is absolutely
necessary to reverso this iniquitous
and ruinous policy, we, therefore, re-
solve: A

“That we favor the immediate resto-
ration of silver to its former place as
a full legal tender standard money,
equal with gold, and the free and un-
limited coinage of both silver and gold
at the ratio of 16 to 1 and upon terms
of exact equality.

“*That while we should welcome the
co-operation of other nations, we be-
lieve that the United States should not

ernments or the consent of foreign
creditors, but should themselves pro-
ceed to reverse the grinding process
that is destroying the prosperity of
the people and should lead by their
example the nations of the earth.

“That the rights of the Ameriocan
people, the interests of American labor
and the prosperity of American indus-
try bave a higher claim to the consid-
eration of the people’s lawmakers than
the greed of foreign creditors, or the
avaricions demands made by ‘idle hold-
ers of the capital.” The right to regu-
late its own monetary system in the
interest of its own people is = right
which no free government can barter,
sell, or surrender. This rcserved right
is a part of every bond, of every .con-
tract and of every obligation. No cred-
itor or claimant can set up aright that
can take precedence over a mnation’s
obligations to promote the welfare of
the masses of its own people. Thisis a
debt higher and more binding than all
other debts and one which is not only
dishonest, but treasonable to ignore.

“Under the finaccial policy that now
prevails we see the land filled with idle
and discontented workingmen and an
ever-growing army of tramps, men
whom lack of work and opportunity
have made outcasts and beggars. At
the other end we find that a few
thousand families own one-half the
wealth of the country.

“The ocentralization of wealth has
gone hand in hand with the spread of
poverty. The pauper and the pluto-
crat are twin children of the same vi-
cious and unholy system. The sitna-
tion is full of menace to the liberties
of the people and the life of the re-
public. The issue is enfranchisement
or hopeless servitude. Whatever the
power of money can do by debauchery
and corruption to maintain its grasp
on the law-making power will be done.
We, therefore, appeal to the plain peo-
ple of the land with perfect confidence
in their patriotism and intelligence to
arouse themselves to a full sense of the
peril that confronts them and defend
the citadel of their liberties with a vig-
ilance that shall neither slumber nor
sleep.

“Resolved, further, That public of-
fice is a public trust; and that the use
of public patronage for the purpose of
molding public sentiment in the intar-
est of plutocracy tends to sap anld de-
stroy the rights and liberties of the
mAasser,

*“Whereas, it is important to or-
ganize to enforce in one state the
declaration of principles announced in
these resolutions; therefore,

““Resolved, That we call upon the
people of this state to organize in every
county and militia district with the
object in view to secure representa-
tives, state and national, who wiil
favor these principles, and who will in
good faith carry them ouf, without
any straddling or evasion.
