The fees that directors of business
corporations rcceive for attendance
at eunch meeting gpnge from $ to §15.
It isa fact not genernlly known that
there are some men in this town who
enjoy very handsome incomes from
this source. Of course, there are men
of wenlth and high business standing,
whose reputation for financial skill
and probity makes them eagerly
sought for as directors. Cornelius
Vanderbilt, John D. Rockefeller or
J. Pierpont Morgan, for instance,
would be weleomed In the directory
of any business corporation. Samuel
. Babcock, ex-President of the
Chamber of Commerce, has the rep-
utation of being a director in more
concerns in New York than any other
man, with perhaps the possible ex-
ception of Russell Sage. The presi-
dent of onc of the largest banks in
this city said the other day that, al-
though he wasa director in compar-
tively few corporasions, his fees last
year amounted to $2.000  “I know
one man,” said he, ‘v 786 income
from directors’ fees runges from
88,000 to $10.000 a year. Nearly all
of the great financial concerns pay
their directors $10 each for every
meeting they attend. The money is
usually paidin gold, and is handed
to the director as soon as he enters
the bourd room.”
