The much anticipated decision of
N of the ffessiry,

public Thursday afternbon. -

The particulsr case decided was the
claim of the Oxnard Beet Sugar Com-
pany, of Nebrasks, for the payment
of a portion of the sugsar bounty ap-
propriated in the sundry ecivil bill,
passed by the last congress; The
amount involved in this case wds only
$11,783.50; beifig the clsimi sllowed
by the commissionet of interiial rev:
enue tindet an apptopriation of $238,-
000 to pay the pfoducets o! beet, sor-
ghum or cane sugdr previous to Atigust
28, 1894, when the sugar bounty pro-
visions of the McKinley law were re-
pealed. But the decision, of course,
involved the tonstitutionality -of all
sugar bofintiés.

The comptroller first assefts his ju-
risdiction over the matter and his right
to refuse payment of thess bounties on
the gronnd of the unconstitutionality
of the sppropriation. He guotes the
decision of the court of appeals of the
Distriet of Columbia in s snit brought
before them by the Miles Plant Man-
ufacturing Company, of Louisians,
for amandamus to cottipel the secre-
tary of the tteastity fud the com:
missioner of internal revemnue to psy
the sugar bounties previded by the
MoKinley law, and holds, in substance,
that that court having decided all such
bounties to be tncoustititional, its
doeision was one of which he wa# botitid
to take cognizance,

He holds that the present claim is
clearly ‘“‘one involving a controversed
qdestion of law, dhd cvines direotl
within the provision of section 1069,
because the authority, right and priv-
iloge is claimed on the one hand and
denied on the other, under the consti-
tution of the United States.”

“‘Therefore, under the provisions of
the stattite qrioted and with the state-
ment that either patty dath appeal ffom
the decision of the court of vlaims io
the supreme court of the United States
and then obtain a final decision, the
comptroller makes the following order:

‘“The papers in the present case
will, therefore, be returned to the au-
ditor for transmission by him through
the secrelary of the treasury to the
cotitt of ¢laims, under section 1062
for the rendition of a judgment, as re-
quired by the provision of seetion
1064 of thé Revised Statiites, in order
that they filay bo futnished a prece-
dent for the future action of (the) ex-
ecutive department in the adjustment
of (the) class of cases involved in these
sugar bounties,” .

ANOTHER CLAIM

Against the Spanish Governme..t Will

__be Presented by Uncle Sam.

Another clsim of as much importance
a8 the Mora indemnity is going to be
presented by the United States govern-
ment before the government of Spain
in 8 detiand for lio restoration of the
propetty confiscated by the Spaniards
during the last war from Martin Cas-
tillo and Agreamonte, an American cit-
izen. Like the Mora ¢laim, the case
has been the subject of no small
amount of correspondence between
the two governments and it was ru-
mored late in Havana that owing to
the demands made by the state depart-
ment at Washington the Agramonte
claim would be paid immediately after
the settlement of Mora's,

One year ago the prospects of a set-
tlement were so bright that a Spenish
capitalist came sll the way from Mad-
ridto New York and tried to buy
Senor Agramonte’s claim. Agramonte
refused, stating that he had his ecase
in the hands of the state department
at Washington.

Seven months ago Mr. Agramonte
died, leaving. five danghters, one of
whom is married to Senor Miguel de
Morales, of this city. The claim is
for the amount of $1,500,000 with in-
terest.

Plug Tobacco Manufacturers.
