It i3 said taat with the proper
amount of enterprise the whole south
can be secured as a patron of the
J acksonville salt works. Turk’sisland
salt is almost entirely free from foreign
matter.  If is pure sea salt, made by
letting sea water into great natural
coral basins, and then allowing the
water to evaporate and the salt to
crysialize on the walls of the basins,
This kind of salt is mach sought after
by the beef-ourers.

Arrested for Libel.

H. H. McCreary, editor of the
Gainesville SBun, was arrested at Pa-
latka a few days ago on a warrant se-
cured” by Dr. Stein, of that place,
charging him with criminal libel.

Recently there appeared in the San
a small item in regard to the game of
baseball played at Palatks, of which
Dr. Btein was umpire, and Dr. Stein
claims that in this item he was libeled.
Mr. MoCreary wasnot in the city at
the time of its appearance, and says
he does not know Dr. Stein. At the
request of Mr. McCreary,he was taken
before a justice and the time of tho
prelimmnary hearing fixed. He was
placed nnder a bond of $100 for his
appearance. The affair.has occasioned
considerable talk and its progress will
be watohed with interess.

A Half Million Yearly Revenue.

Florida’s internal revenue contribu-
tions to Uncle S8am’s exchequer amount
to a balf million dollars a year. The
biggest item is that derived from oi-
gars. For the fiscal year ending June
31, the tax collections on cigars from
Tampa were $232,000; from Key West,
$149,000, and from the remsinder of
the state, $65,000. Tampa averages
$19,000 a month, Key West $12,000 a
month and the remainder of the state
$5,000 a month.

Internal Revenue Collector Wilson
says that the months of July and Au-
gust of this year showed a large in-
crease over the corresponding months
of last year. Besides cigars, a con-
siderable revenue is derived from oleo-
margarine, whisky and tobacco not
manufactured into cigars.

Colon;l Haynes Resigns.

The following notice has been issnad
by the Plant System of southern rail-
roads from the New York office:

““Colonel H. S. Haynes has tendered
his resignation of the offices held by
him with the companies of the Piant
System, to take effect from this date,
and the same has been accepted.

: “H. B. PuanTt, President.”

Colonel Haynes is prominently iden-
tified with railroad affairs in the south,
and his retirement from the Plant
System was expected by some on ac-
count of developments attending the
reorganization of the Southern Rail-
way and Steamship Association. Rau-
mor has scheduled Colonel Haynes as
the commissioner for the reorganized
association, which will probably begin
operations on October 1. His retire-
ment from the Plant Bystem strength-
ens the belief in his probable selection
as commissioner.

Consumptlion in Florida.

Florida Health Notes, for July,
gives the number of deatbs, and their
cause, in the different counties, for
May. There wero only 355 deaths
in the entire state. Considering May
as an average month, it would indicate
for the year 4,260 deaths, or 115 more
than for the census year 1890.

Among the causes of death con-
sumption takes the lead, with 44 vic-
tims. Pneumonia comes next, with
20. In 1890 there were omly 33 ver
cont more deaths in the United States
from consumption than from pneumo-
nin. If this ratio holds out among
patives, or permanent residents of the
state, it would be an indication that
40 per cent of those dying of con-
sumption in Florida were non-resi-
dents, and though the data from
which the inference is drawn is not
extensive, the ratio indicated is prob-
ably appros m ‘tely correct. _

The faet thut during the month only
twelve people died in the state of
fevers of all kinds, is worthy of note.
In the estimation of outsiders, fever is
the grest Florida bugaboo. The death
réports for May indicate that even iv
Floridas, the refuge of consumptives,
consumption claims nearly four times
as many and pneumonia near-

ly twice as many. sbow? how
much more to be dreaded are disease:
incident to oold ¢limates than thcs
incident to warm countries. - .

They will always
come, and we are glad of it, but there
i no doubt of the fact that the strict-
eat precautions should be adopted to
prevent a further spread of the disease
in our state.

MAYOR TAKES A HAND.

Issues a Proclamation Regarding Af-
fairs in Fernandina.

The following proclamation by the
mayor of Fernandina has been brought
out by the shooting at the negro gamp,
reported a few days ago: :

“It has been reported to me tha
persons, supposed to be co-operating
with labor organizations in this city,
have recently attempted to intimidate
laborers employed, or desiring to ac-
cept employment, on the docks of this
oity.

““I, therefore, consider it my duty,
as mayor of the city of Fernandina, to
warn all whom it may concern that any
attempt, by force or intimidation,
through organization or otherwise, to
interfere with the liberty or control
‘he action of any person cor persons
employed, or desiring to accept em-
ployment in this city, on the docks or
elsewhere, will be prompt.y dealt with,
a8 by law in such case provided. And
I call upon all law-abiding citizens tc
discourage snd discountenance all at-
tempte, by individuals or througn or-
ganizations, to interfere with, disturb
or control the freedom or employment
of labor in this city, and to co-operrte
with the authorities in maintaining
the peace and good order of the com-
munity, p

TEACHERS ARE SCAROCE.

A Number of County Schools Without
Teachers.

Several of the schools in the country
will bo short of teachers this term.
This is on nccount of there being a
number of teachers failing to pass at
the examinations held recently. The
white schools will not suffer so much
a8 thee colored schools, the vacancies
being pretty will filled.

Had it not been for the opinion of
the attorney goneral in regard to the
new school law, the board would have
had little or no trouble in taking care
of all the schools. Article 4331,
passed at the Jast session of the legis-
lature, so amends Article 4192 as to
extend all certificates one year from
what they were under the old law.
The attorney general, however, takes
a different view of the law, and says
that it means to extend the certificates
of those who shall pass the examina-
tions since the passage of the law.

Under the old law, the terms for the
three grades were: First grade, three
years ; second grade, two years; third
grade, one year. According to the
new law, these certificates would be
increased and made four, three and
two years for the several grades.

Superintendent Mead, however, may
be able to fill some of the vacancies.
The law gives him the right to hold a
special examination for applicants who
were unable, by reason of illness or
absence from the state, to attend the
regular examination.

ADDRESS TO FRUIT GROWERS.

Advised to Get Together for Mutual
Protection.

At a meeting of farmers and fruit
and vegetable growers, held in Orlando
recently, in pursuance to a call issued
by a committee of Lake county gen-
tlemen, the following resolution was
adopted :

Resolved, That a committee of three
be appointed by the chair, and suthor-
ized by this meeting to prepare an ad-
dress to the growers and producers of
Floride, asking them to unite in an
effort to secure lower rates on farm
products, fruits included, and also to
the traffic managers of the transporta-
tion lines doing business here, urging
them to give us a cheaper rate on our
products.

Mahlon Gore, George H. Wright
and J. Q. Reese were appointed as the
committee and they have promulgated
an address as follows:

It needs no special gift of discern-
ment to recognize the critical condition
of the farmers and fruit and vegetable
growers of Florida, their orange crops
gone for a term of years, compelled to
rely apon the products of their farms,
and pno profit in farm productions un-
der the present order of things. We
can produce the crops. Prices in the
northern markets are in our favor.
The trouble is in high freight rates
and in the system of marketing.

We can hope for no concession in
freight rates unless we organize and
Jdemaud them, and put ourselves in a
position to force a recognition of eur
demands. We desire no fight with the
transportation lines. Our interests are
theire, But we want fhem to “recog-
nize our interests and see both sides of
the question. With cheaper rates of
transportation we could emlarge our
army of consumers, and could put food
produnets, which we are now barred
from shipping, into the hands of the
masses, We would still have the ad-
vantage of the high prices early in
the season, while our shipping deason
would be prolonged, and we would
realize s fair return for thousands of

A RACE CONVENTION.

Negroes of North Carolina Confer
About Their Condition.
Atsnegro convention held at Raleigh,
N. C., forty-nine delegates were pres-
ent, representing fifteen counnties.
They were all conservative colored
men. The resolutions which were
adopted were quite long. They de-
clared that the time has come for the
negro o assert himself, to put aside
prejudices and make friends with his
white fellow-citizens; that sectional
and party lines are being removed;
that there is community of interests;
the most urgent need is of good citi-
zens ; the ory is for purer politics and
better leaders. The lack of organiza-
tion among the negroes was deplored.
The new sentiment is that every
white man and every black man
has an equal chance for education.
The mistake of thé negro for thirty
years past has been reliance on out-
side influences, bat the right thing is
to look to themselves and their own
southland for salvation. Progress
since emancipation i8 not what is de-
sired, but this is due to the fail-
ure of the negro to organize in hia
best interests. The choice of good
leaders is recommended and also ad-
herence to the principles of the old re-
publican party. Accessions from any
source are welcomed and people are
called on to unite. Rings, cliques
and party bossism are condemned.
The negro vote should be thrown
where it will do the greatest good,
unite for purer politics, stop the
negro howl and the calemity howl, let
the negroes become Ilandowners and

have an interest in the soil.

The late legislatnre is condemned
for its folly in abolishing county su-
perintendents of schools. A board of
twenty-two members, two from each
district and four at large, is to be cre-
ated, to be known as the North Caro-
lina advisory board, in the interest of
the negro race, politically, industrially
and socially. Its members are to serve
one and two years each.

DAVIS MONUMENT ASSOCIATION.

Statement of the Fund Made by the
President.

At a meeting of the Jefferson Davis
Monument Asssociation, held at Rich-
mond, Va., Friday afternoon, the pres-
ident stated that a collection for the
monument fund was taken in that city
on June 3d resulting in subsecriptions
to the amount of $1,000 or $1,200, in
addition to what had heretofore been
raised. On motion of Judge Chrietian,
the president was suthorized to take
steps to collect such of these subscrip-
tions as have not yet been paid in.

On motion of General Wise the pres-
ident was requested to apply to the
city council for permission to erect
the monument in Monroe park. Itis
desired that'the foundation shall be
removed to another site in the park,
and the monument erected on that
spot.

Bobansctady, r:c
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Qur Criminal Population.

Professor Francis Wayland told the |

Social Science Association at Saratoga,
the other day, that we have about 3,-
000,000 habitual criminals in our pop-
ulation.

This is the professor’s estimate, and
if we had included those persons who
are always wavering on the borders of
crime he might very well have raised
his figures to 10,000,000. Such total,
however, must include those who are
guilty of small and occasional misde-
meanors which frequently escape pros-
ecution.

The professor’s remedy is to lock up
ull these millions of criminale, but we
do not see how it can be done. The
prison problem has almost swamped us
as it is, and if it gets any bigger it
will be too much for us.

There is one way out of it—when
the criminals are in the majority, as
they soon will be, at the present ratio
of increase, we can turn the tables on
them by meking them lock us up, and
run the government, and {ax them-
selves for our support. Let the ma-
jority rule is the basic idea of our gov-
eroment. —Atlanta Constitution.

Horticultural Note.

When a young tree does not grow
nnd the leaves are yellowish instead
of green, dig down to the roots and
vndeavor to discover if some insect or
parasite is not working uuder the
ground. Then dig away plenty of
dirt and drench the roots with strong
coapsuds, to which should be added a
few pounds of unbleached wood ashes,
or put the ashes in after drenching the
roots. It will not injure the tree and
may prove of great henefit.
