TILLMAN AT[ACKS MORGAN.

Accuses the Alnbamlan of Alleged
Breach of Senatorial
Courtesy.

Throughout the session Saturday
the senato had under consideration
the Hawaiian government bill. The

disenssion took a wide range, but the
basis of it was an amendment offered
by Mr. Platt, of Connecticut, as to the
appomlment and tenure of offices of
the judges of the Hawaiian courts. Mr.
Tillman of South Carolina embraced
the opportunity to deliver a character-
istic apeech, in course of which he
made an attack npon Mr. Morgan, of
Alabtama, for alleged lack of courtesy,
and vigoronsly opposed many provi-
gions of the bill, particularly those
which related to suffrage.

“The eoligarchy which exists in
Hawnii,” declared Mr. Tillman, ‘‘and
which this bill perpetnates is power-
ful and unserupulons. It is an auto-
eracy greater than ever existed ontside
Russia. I sympathize with the sena-
tor from Connecticnt in his efforts to
secure a properly appointed judiciary
for the islands—a judiciary not con-
trolledl Ly the oligarchy which now
has its grip on the isiands.”

DEATH AT CROSSING

Fast Train Dashes Into a Closely
Crowded Carriage.

FIVE LIVES QUICKLY CRUSHED OUT

Heavy Stormm Was Raging and Victims
Heard Not the Approachling
Midnight Express.

Shortly after midnight Saturday
night the midnight express om the
Lehigh Valley railroad struck a car-
riage, containing seven persons, af
Tuttle's crossing, about twenty-five
miles east from Rochester, N. Y., in-

stantiy killing five of the occupants,
fatally injuring another and badly
bruising the other. All were members
of a family who had spent the evening
at a friend’s house, near Tuttle's cross-
ing, aud were on their way home.

Those killed were: Mrs. Amy Smith,
forty-eight years old, Bert Smilb,
twenty-three years old; Miss Miranda
Smith, twenty-four years old; Glee
Smith, fourteen, andCatherine Smith,
eight years old.

The 1njured are Porter Smith, hus-
band of Mrs. Smith aud father of the
other victims. Gardner Smith, twenty-
one years old.

Befere reaching the crossing the
carriage was stopped and Mr. Smith
listened for the train, but did not
hear it in the howling gale. The
bhorses had just crossed the track in
safety when the engine of the express
crashed down upon the carriage and
i1ts ocenpants.
