SHAKESPEAREAN PARTS.

The Melancholy Dane Is the Longest
of Them All,

The longest part in any Shakespeare-
an play is Hamlet, who is before the
audience almost constantly. Hamlet is
a constant talker, and it is surprising
that in the circumstances he says so
many wise things. He has to his share
1,369 lines. Richard I1I is another long
part, as the character speaks 1,161
lines, and next comes Iago, with 1,117
lines. Henry V has 1,063 lines.

One would suppose from seeing the
representation or from looking over the
play that Otliello had more lines than
Iago, but it is not the case, for the val-
iant Moor has only S88 lines. Coriola-
nus has 886, the Duke in “Measure For
Measure” 880 and Timon 883. Antony
in “Antony and Cleopatra” does not
seem a very long part judging by the
appearance of the prompt book, but in
reality he has 830 lines.

Brutus in “Julius Csesar” has 727,
Falstaff in “Henry V” 719. Macbeth
appears a long part judging from how
much he is on the stage in the repre-
sentation. but in fact he has only 705

lines. Romeo has 618, which Is only a
few more than the King in “Hamlet,”
who has 551. Cassius in “Julius Cee-
sar,” althcugh a first class part, kas
but 507 lines. ‘
