Roselle and Its Uses.
(From the South Florida Sun. )

This plant was grown in India
lone before Avon Park was planted
upon the map of Florida, and we are
indeed to have 1t now
growing in Avon Park, though by
transition of a letter it is called “s»-
relle’—Jamaica Sorelle—a sorrow
substitute for euphonious “roselle,”
while all agree that it deserves the
best of names. ,

Roselle can be depended upon to
make the best of its sitnation. Leave
it in a corner totally neglected,
choked. with grass and weeds, it
grows a few inches high, tipped with
a single bud, while with a little at-
tention it makes a good sized bush;
but plant it in mellow sandy soil in
June, with no neighbors nearer than
a dozen feet. Scatter a pound of
fruit and vine fertilizer wide about it,
give it frequent shallow cultivation,
and it is interesting to observe 1ts
rapid growth from week to week.
In October it will be six to ten feet

The calyxesare used for sauce and
salad, pies, pickles and tarts, marma-
lade and butter, jam and jelly, wine
and vinegar; also mixed with other
dried fruits with good resuits. A
hot water infusion makes 2 delicious
beverage, and a sour wine resemb-
ling claret is made for a few cents
per gallon. _
Thirty days after blooming the
calyxes should be picked and ex-
posed to the sun for three dgys, after
this they wil keep indefinitely and
can be used for all purposes as be-
fore. These dried roselles have a
commercial value, and are quoted at
one dollar a pound in New York.
The state of Florida is favorably
situated for supplying the whole
country with Roselle, and can prof-
itably use immense quantities at
home. Our State Department of
Agricultural, Horticultural Society
and experimental station have given
much attention to the culture of
citrus fruits, pineapples, tobacco and
cassava. Now let them take under
consideration a crop that may prove
no less valuable to all the people for
every man or woman that has any
land can grow “Roselle.”

Roselle is quite sensitive to cold
and frost, but a partial crop at least
may be had -in every county, and
some years a full crop.

An Ocean Hotel,

Some  idea of what a big hotel a
transatlantic liner is may be gained
trom the following from Ainslie’s Mag-
azine: “Everything about the Kitchen
of a great steamship is on a most elab-
orate scale. The range weighs many
tons; the various soup caldrons are
constructed ¢o hold 20 gallons; loaves
are baked by the hundred, joints roast-
ed by the dozen, each in a separate and
specially constructed compartment. To
serve the meals thousands of plates,
pieces of siiver, cups and saucers and
napkins are required, and the average
breakage in the galley of a big ship
amounts to a barrel of china every day.

“The amount of stores required for a
gingle voyage by a great liner is copm-
parable only to the commissariat of an
army. . Here are a few figures furnish-
ed by the chief steward of one.of the
big German ships from the order sheet

r a recent trip: Sixteen tons of fresh

f, five tons of lamb and veal, 3,500
head of chickens, ducks, geese and
game, four tons of salted meats, 1,000
