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Character In Thighs.

A man’s thighs interest me in any
mood and dt any time.

mally, the thighs solidify; the lines of
beauty are lost, but the lines of
strength remain.

If, however, he has spent his life in
the saddle, rounding up cattle, chasing
Indians, bhunting bandits in Mexico,
ankle and foot loose, his knees clutched
tightly, hugging that other part of him,
the horse, then the muscles of the
thigh round out their intended lines—
the most subtle in the modulating curv-
ing of the body.—F. Hopkinson Smith
in Frank Leslie’s Popular Monthly.
