A SUCCESSFUL FARMER.

Mr. J. H. Humphreys, one of Leon
county’s successful farmers and dairy-
men, was in Tallahassee Monday mak-
ing a few purchases.

Mr. Humphreys has a farm of 280
acres, all under fence, about twelve
miles from Taillahassee and five miles
from Miccosukie. Eighty acres of this
land are in cultivation, the principal
crops being cornm, cotton, potatoes and
oats. His corn crop this year is es-
pecially fine, notwithstanding the un-
favorable weather. The yield will be
between 25 and 30 bushels to the acre.

Mr. Humphreys is a fancier of fine
stock. He has a herd of thirty cat-
tle, some of the bunch being full-
blooded Jerseys, and others graded
stock. He also has a drove of fine
blooded hogs, which he finds more pro-
fitable that the common swamp-root-
ers.

In speaking of farming in general,
Mr. Humphreys said to a Tallahas-
seean reporter: “The farm lands of
Leon county are capable of producing
anything peculiar to this climate, if
properly cultivated.

“Surface scratching will not bring
about the best results. I always run
a two-horse plow through my lands
and break deep. This stirs up the soi:
and prevents the formation of a hard
pan. After the land is thoroughly
pulverized, I cultivate it, and always
raise good crops.

“The importance of deep plowing
can easily be seen when the matter is
carefully studied. It leaves the land
in a condition to absorb more moisture,

of time. The crops are thus enabled
to Dbetter’ withstand a continued
drouth. Vegetation takes root deeper,
and is not so liable to be blown down
by every zephyr that comes along.
‘“Another thing I have learned from
experience is the foolishness of plant-
ing one thing year in and year out
on the same land. The crops should be
rotated, and the land given a rest every
two or three years. In this way better
yields will be harvested and the results
attained will be far more satisfactory.”

OF THE SOUTH. i

To the Editor: The capital of Floridp
is an ancient town, having been laid
out and settled way back about the
year 1823. The capitol building, the
court house, government puilding, the
hotels and the main business portion
of the town occupy a high level plat-
eau, about half a mile square, the resij:
dence portion outlying among the foot:
hills, and from this central elevation 1;;
all directions for miles around the sur:
face is hilly, wavy and undulating, ang
with the mammoth growth of oak and
other shade trees spreading their huge
limbs almost across the streets, ani
often interlocking and shutting owt a
view of your near-by neighbors com-
pletely, you almost feel as if you were
in the heart of a dense forest.

The outlook to the west and south
from this high and commanding ele-
vation from a point near the market
house is one of great beauty and love-
liness, and I never pass that point
without taking a second admiring look
at its marvelous picturesqueness. To
look off to the southwest twenty miles
or more, as far as the eye can reach,
you behold a beautiful green fringe of
timber -at the horizon extending for
miles from left to right, as high uvp
apparently as the point at which you
stand, and then from that lovely scene
all the way in toward you is divers-
ified by receding hills, ridges and un-
dulating valleys, and all covered over
with patches and clusters of hickory,
oak, pecan and pine, and is dotted here
and there amid the beautiful field of
green with the cozy and comfortabie
homes of the people. And to the wes§-
ward in this same picture embowered
and partly obscured by foliage of ever-
greens and oaks a fair view of Talla-
hassee’s educational institution, the
university buildings, may be obtained.
The writer has seen much of American
scenery, and is compelled to say this
view, for peaceful, quiet beauty and
loveliness, will- rank well up with any
other in this great country of ours. 1
often think the citizens here do not
half appreciate the cHarming scenery
surrounding them.

The inhabitants of Tallahassee will
most likely number about 4,000 people,
1,500 white and 2,500 colored, the latter
predominating. Of business houses
there are about 50, covering all lines
of trade, and many of them carry fine
large stocks and ranking first class in
a commercial way. Of hotels there are
three; of banks, two, churches, eight or
nine; educational institutions, four;
newspapers, one, the Tallahasseean,
the leading paper of West Florida; and
of lawyers, doctors and other profes-
sional men, a full allowance: machine
shops, one; other iron-working estab-
lishments, three; cigar factories, two;
ice plant, ome, together with a gas
plant and a fine stand-pipe water sup-
ply. A good armory building, opera
house and fire department are also in
evidence. Three railroaas also centre
here, but another one, a northern out-
let, is badly needed.

There are many things here to praise
and many things to censure. The in-
habitants as a rule are warm-hearted
and fuli of hospitality toward all
strangers within their gates, all so
characteristic of the Southern people,
and a trait most lovable.
