CARARELLE CONTROVERSY
Carrabelie, Fla. Nov. 13, 1301.
Editor Tallahasseean:—Under the
heading “Carrabelle a Port,” the editor
of the Apalachicola Times boiled over
wretchedly last week. A part of the
trouble was due to something which
our townsman, Capt. Jas. R. Pickett.
had said in the Tallahasseean, and part

'was due to the hot nature of facts which

were painful to Apalachicola.
Presuming that Capt. Pickett will
take care of his part of the discussion,
we shall only present from public spirit
some of the reasons and demands
wuich called for a local board of Pilot
Commissioners; and show why the
Times and Apalachicola have not and
cannot have the influence and political
pull which they so much seek in mat-
ters of appropriations for West Pass.
The Times says: “If Apalachicola
really had the infiuence West Pass
would have long since been the pride
of every citizen of Apalachicola.” Real-
ly, Well really since Apalachicola
really has noi the infiuence, then why
not relegate the lost cause, coincide
with results, the engineers, and the
National government in affording Apa-
lachicola such relief and benefits as is

'deemed wise and best. The Times furth-

er says:. “That Apalacaicola is foreceld:

to do her shipping near Carrabelle be-§

cause she has not sufficient water at:
West Pass, and that the sub-port is:
placed here for the convenience of cap-!
tains. Right brother, you really had not’
the infiuence. Now since Carrabelle is
the place for your shipping and the
captains, and since as you say she has
deep water, and the harbor then why
not give her all the pilots, and at least
half the pilot commissiorers? All we
want is justice, you perhaps, need a
customs house for the convenience of
your river steamers; unless, perchance,
Columbus real:y has the influence and
can be made a port just as well.

The Times further suggests that
Carrabelle would not even be a sub-
port were it not for Apalachicola’s
shipping, claiming that we have only
one mill and one naval stores concern.
The facts show that Carrabelle is the
natural outlet for more mills, more
naval stores and mere shipping than
Apalachicola has. However had we no
mills and no naval stores, we would
still have the harbor, the quarantine
officer, the customs inspector, the ship-
ping, and the port for the convenience
of our tributaries; and really should
have all the pilots-and at least half th=
nilot commissioners.

MUST ISSUE Bumid

It We Woud Boom Tallahas.
- see and Leon County
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Capital City Needs.

The people of Tallauassee are begin-
Bning to discuss public improvemeats.
This is a very hopeful sign, and it may,
be that an era of progress and pros-
pgtrity will soon dawn on tne capital
city.

Mr. T. B. Byrd, one of our leadirg
merchants, in a recent conversaiion
with the Tallahasseean, remarke:d that
the great need of Leon county is zood
roads. “We want first class highways
reaching out from Tallanassee in every
direction, and extending to the county
line,” he said.

“This would do more towards de-
veloping the resources of the county
and building up the city than any one
thing I know of. It would not only en-
able the farmers to market their pro-
‘duce at all seasons of the year, at a
great saving in the wear and tear to
horses, harness and vehicles, but would
cause oicher people to locate here. With
such highways constructed it would be
‘but a few years until we would have a
perfect network of good roads, reach-
ing every nook and corner in the coun-
ty.

“This would enhance the value of
farm lands one hundred per cent., to
say nothing of the added convenience
and comfort to those who travel. More
buggies and wagons would be sold,
better horses would be brought here,
and everybody would be benefited.”

“I am in favor of better streets and
highways, and any other improve-
ment that will enhance the value of
property,”” said Mr. J. Hirschberg, of
the El Provedo Cigar Factory. “But the
only way we can secure anything of
the kind is by boonding the town and
county.

“No place ever amounted to any-
thing that was afraid to venture.:True,
the taxes will be inereased slightly.
The increase will be nothing, however,
to the benefits that will acerue. We
can issue bonds for public improve-
ment, payable in twenty-five or thirty
years, and in that time the property
will be more than trebled in value.

“Tallahassee also needs more fac-
tories. If the citizens would make an
effort to bring some reputable cigar
fagtory here, one.with a reputation,
that employs from two to three hun-
dred people, it would be worth thou-
sands of dollars to the city. My firni
would take stock in such an enterprise,
and do everything possible to help it
along.

“The pay roll and incidental ex-
penses of the El Provedo amounts to
$1,000 a week. With another factcry
here, we could more than double this.
Tnis statement may seem paradoxical,
but it is true. One more large factory
would bring others.
factories of all kinds, and I am ready
to lend every assistance in my power (o
bring them here, but in my wopinion
we will have to bond ihe town and
county before we can accomplish any-
thing.”
