The Christ of the Andes.
The women of Chili and Argentina

‘are sald to be largely respomsible for

the fact that those two countries are
not now at war with each other. For
saventy years they have been quarrel
ing about their boundaries, but lately
they agreed to arbitrate the dispute,
They signed a permanent treaty of
peace, put into good roads and other
internal improvements the mo.ey
they had meant to spend in fighting,
and set up on the disputed boundary,
fourteen thousand feet above the sea
level, a colossal bronze statue of
Christ, made from the metal of old
cannon, and now known &s the Christ
of the Andes.

That this triumph of the principle
of arbitration was due to the efforts
of the women of the two countries
has been recognized by the Pope, who
has sent to the Boclety of Christian
Mothers, the leader in the movement,
a medal in honor of their distin-
guished service In the cause of peace.
The Czar, too, has sent them a re
quest for a full account of the Christ
of the Andes. The Boclety of Chris-
tian Mothers is going to send him a
model of the statue, with its history
v ~itten on white satin in gold letters,
and doubtless it will accompany {ta
gift with a prayer that it may bring
peace to the distracted country of his
Russian majesty.
