VICTIMSBURIED
MINUS COFFINS

A Deplorable Statc of Affairs in
Little Louisiana Town.

ALL SUPPLIES CUY OFF

Tribulations of the People of Leeville
Brought to Light--New Orleans
Report for Thursday.

A New Orleans special says: Some
i{dea of the deplorable condition that
prevalled st Leeville, La., before re-
hef doctors and nurses reached the
gscene was given Thursday in an In-

tervilew with a man from that yel
low fever stricken town who had
been there throughout the epidemie.

The arrival was Manue]l Encalade,
who sald it was impossible to ple:
ture the full horror of the siluation
before halp was forthcoming, Com-
municatiop was cut off with the city,
the feo:l supply ran low, the medl
cines liept in the town store were ex-
hausted, it was fmpossible to get cof-
fing for the dead and many of thoss
who escaped attack packed their be-
Jongings and fled to other points.

At first the lumber intendel for a
new house was uscd to make boxes to
tater the dead, but when this gave out
bodies were simply wrapped in
shrouds and buried.

Mr. Encalade brought a Hst of
thirey six who had died in the set-
tlement up to September 5 and sald
#t was not improbvable that numbers
of those who fled to isolated settle-
ments adong the coast had also sue-
cumbe:d.

Mr. Encalade sald that since the
physiclans and nurses had arrived,
the situation had steadily improved
and that the end cf the epldemic was
probably near at hand because there
was little more material upen which
it could fecd.

Dr. Brady returned to New Orieans
Thursday night from g tour of in-
spection of the Rarrataria country
and lLecville, He reports that con.
ditlons at l.eeville are pitiable, that
of seven bhables bhorn there sinee the
fever broke out all have died, eltlvre
of yeliow fever or of lack of nutri
ment, bucause thelr mothers could not
feed them, He sgays the people seem
to be dazed, and there Is danger of
an outhreak of scurvy because of
lack of necessary food, A earload
of food was sent on by New Orleans
merchants. The fever has practically
