can reject them if he thinks it
wise to do 60. and conerpss
they again open the way for the
adoption of satisfactory constitu-
tions,"

matter than to give the people
or tne two territories the .right
to hold conventions and draft
state constitutions, which docu-
ments shall then be submitted to
the people of the respective terri-
tories and if approved by them
shill be laid before the president
If he puts his approval upon them
it is assumed that he will send
them to congress in a special
message, and the real question
