Maury 1. Diggs, former state archi-
tect of California, charged with a sta-
tutory offense against 17-year-old Ida
Perrins, now faces his fourth night in
the San Francisco city prison, still con-
fident of his ability to furnish the $10,-
000 bonds which will give him tempo-
rary liberty.

Walter Gilligan, his friend, who was
arrested Saturday on & similar charge,
preferred by Mrs. Elizabeth Pearring,
mother of the girl, it was announced,
would obtain his freedom on the arri-
val of a friend from Sacramento.

Florian E. Fischer, the third man
accnsed by the Pearring girl, who was
released on his own recognizance, is
expected to prove the star witness for
the prosecution.

“Does any one belleve 1 am cragy
enough as to walk into such an affan
as this gfter what 1 have been thru?”
said Diggs to a San Francisco Ex-
aminer reporter.

The reference was to his recent con-
vietlon with Drew Caminettd of vio-
lation of the Mann White Slave Act
in connection with their trip to Reno
with two Sacramento girls,

He sald that he had been working
hard of late at his profession of archi-
tecture and had been rigorously av
staining from liquor. He sald he was
“down on the peninsula” when he
read in the papers of the warrant for
his arrest and waited until his work
was finished before coming to San
Francisco.

Diggs, Gilligan and Fischer were ar-
raigned Inst Monday, and Judge Crist
refused to consider a motion for re-
ducing the bail of Digegs and the case
was continued until Thursday.

A certlficate was produced, stating
that Miss Pearring was confined with
nervous prostration and was unable
to appear in court, But there appears
to be another reason, which iz gaid to
be that the girl is supposed to have
left the state, and it is rumored that
with her mother and another sister
she is now in Yuama. But of this the
Examiner has no positive knowledge,
though an investigation was pursued
along these lines this afternoon.

PRESIDENT WILSON
MAKES DECISIVE MOVE

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb, 4.—
President Wilson by an executive or-
der dated today and made public re-
moved all restrictions against the ex-
portation of munitions of war into
Mexieco from the United States, placing
the contending elements on a basis of
equality with respect to the purchase
of grms and smmunition from this
country. The executive order empha-
sizes that it is the desire of the United
States to he in the some position of

neutrality toward the contending fac-
tions In Mexico as other powers.

JUAREZ, Feb. 4.—'"The Mexican
war cannot last much longer,” com-
mented General Villa and other rebel
leaders today at the announcement
from Washington that President Wil
son had lifted the embarge on the
shipment of arms and ammunition into
Mexico. General Villa {8 confident
that his ability to procure unlimited
arms would multiply the rebel victories
and just as confident that the news
from Washington will discourage and
demoralize the federal troops so that
speedy termination of the internal
strife is in sight.

Half of the strength of the Huerta
forces, Villa said, depended on the
abjlity to obtain arms from foreign
countries, while the rebels through the
ports controlled along the United
States border were denjed this privi-
lage. Smugeling never brought satis-
factory results as the rebels, he said,
heretafore had to capture the weapons
from the federals.
