dents of this vicinity ' today held a
celebration to mark the fiftieth anni-
versary of the Killdeer battle, which
was one of the most 'notable engage-
ments ever, fought, between the white
soldier and the Indian. The battle
took place on the Diamond C ranch
not far from this place. Between 10,-00- 0

and 15,000 Indians were engaged
in the battle, while the whites num
bered but little more than 2,000. The
whites were far better armed, how
ever, and they succeeded in routing the
Indians with the loss of only two of
their own men.
