CARRIER EXAMiNATiON

The United States Civil Service
Commission has announced an exam-

ination for the County of Imperial,
Calif., to be held at Holtville and Braw-le- y,

Cal., and Yuma, Ariz., on August
14, 1915, to fill the position of motor
rural carrier at Holtville and vacancies
tiiat may later occur on motor rural
routes from postoffices in the above
mentioned county. The salary on mo-

tor routes ranges from $1,500 to $1 800

per annum. The examination will be
open only to male citizens who are ac-
