The equality phrase
that the feminist movement has
"brought, about has not been an aid
to the woman in business. It has
merely made the' situation more diffi-cu- lt

for her, for now she has to be
nian and woman, and it spoils her. By
her contact with men, by patterning
ater him as much as she dares, she
acquires his viewpoint, his code ot
morals. Her- attitude kills his natural
chivalry."

Mrs. Churchill contends that chival-
ry has a place in business as well as
in social life.

"It is unpersonal," she declares.
"The working girl had far better pro-

tection years ago than she has today
and her protection was in herself, her
womanliness. Men aren't altogether
bad, you know, and it is my firm be- -

jlief that more men have been led
astray by women than v ;men by men.
You can't take up a newspaper today
without finding some story of black-
mail or white slave traffic in which
women are not criminally involved.
It is not entirely due to the woman
movement though 1 do think many
women in the broadening process be-

come immoral. In the past, women
have lived up to the virtues demand-
ed by men. Have they any right to
maii.e ueuiciuus ui me socauea moa- -

ern, woman? Shall we place the mor
ality of the nation in her hands? Are
our morals better today than fifty
years ago?"

She is as removed as east from
west from being a standardized value,
and her inconstancy the inconstancy
toward an all-lif- e working career of
every pretty stenographer in the
world inevitably upsets the value of

woman as .a worker.'

Churchill, "I am glad she has not
much value as a worker because in.
marriage lies a woman's greatest
happiness."
