Bat the Tombstone Mines Continue to

Produce their Share.

The excitenient over the new strike
in what is known as Centennial dis-

trict, is unabated. The latest reports
but confirm the first stories of the rich
and extensive deposits of mineral in
the new district. The rush for tbe
new camp is unprecedented since the
discovery of Tombstone, and its ier-rdane-nt

and prosperous future will be
of great advantage to the future of
southern Arizona. Capital will come
and will not, after it has once crossed
the line into our Territory, retire with-

out inxestigatiug the mineral resources
of our southern counties. Tombstone
has nothing to lose by the exodus of a
large number of her citizens; others
will come and fill tip the vacant
places--ne- w blood and new life. And
that is just what we need to bring us
out of our present dormant condition.
Sou'hern Arizona is being more exten- -

shely advertised at present than at any
time during the past eight years, and
it is a very narrow-minde- d man that
will look upon the present boom with
a feeling of jealousy.

herschel.
The Herschel continues to keep up

its record as being a bullion producer
of no small magnitude. Two cars of
four hundred dollar ore hae been
shipped during the past week. The
south drift on the 60-fo- level was
brought to a sudden stop by breaking
through into a drift of the Old Guard,
which had been run in tbe Herschel
ground about twenty feet, when the
shutting down of work on the former
stopped operations.

nance to provide for lbs licensing of
business carried on within said city, bo
amended so as to read as follons, viz:

Sec. 13 Every photographic gallery
tbe monthly license of one dollar and
one half ($1.00).

See. 17 Every person or firm engag-
ed in the business of buying or selling,-o-

dealing in, second hand furniture;
goods, wares or merchandise, shall pay
a monthly license of five dollars ($5.00)

Sec. 43, Each traveling show or
theatrical exhibition, where a price of
admission is asked, shall pay a license
for each performance within tbe city of
twenty-fiv- e dollars (S25.00).

Provided, That resident theatrical
enterprises, where a price of admission
is asked, shall pay a monthly license of
thirty dollars (S30 00)

Provided, further. That this does not
apply to aiSateur theatrical or musicai
performances gives by religious or ben
evolent societies.

That part of Section 53 of said Ordi-
nance No. tS, being the last line of the
same, is amended so as to read as fol-

lows: "Monthly license of twenty-tire- "

dollars ($25.00).
And Section 07 of said Ordinance No.

53 is amended as follows:

Sec. 70 Any merchant, orjdealer, in
distilled spirits, wines or malt liquors,
who sells or disposes of the samo in
quantities of one gallon, or more, at a
time, shall, in addition to the license
which he or they may pay for tfny re-

tail or other bnsinesa transacted by him
or them, pay a monthly license of ten
dollars (810.00).

Sec. 77 All Ordinances and parts
thereof, in conflict with the provisions
of this O'rdf nance, aie hereby repealed.

Sec. 78 - This Ordinance shall take
effect and be in force from and afterits
passage, and duo and legal publica-
tion.
