Dcbiso the year 1883, totil of 280,-50- 0

tons of ore was extracted from the
Comstock mines, yielding bullion valu-

ed at $86,500,000. The total cost of ex-

tracting this ore and handling it until
the bullion was taken out was about
83.WO.000, or at the rate of about $13.50
per ton. The Sutro Tunnel company
derived about $230,000 in royalties on
the ore. The Virginia and Trnckeo
railroad received about $250,000 for
hauling a portion of it to tho mills on
the Carson liver. The stamp mill own-

ers derived uoarly $2,000,000 for crush-
ing the ore, and it is safe to say that
about $1,003,000 of this was clear profit
and this profit would have been mncli
larger had it not been for costly changes
and improvements which it was noces-Ba- ry

to maka at some of the mills. Tho
silver portion of the bullion prtdnced
was subject to a heavy discount when
sold.
