Hills, of which Senator Hearrt i a
principal owner, is said to be tho rich-

est gold inino in the world. H is th
biggest in a group of mines in the
immediate vicinity of Detdwood. The
company has HOOO men at work in the
mines, mills and woods. Forfourtccn
years they have never miued a divi-

dend, and every mouth take out ironi
?I50,000 to $200,000 in gold. There
aro 1203 stamps in operation. The
vein of the Home Stake is 300 feet
wide by about two miles in length,
and there is ore enough in sight to
run all the mills for tho nest twenty
years.

Senator Sanders, during the consid-

eration of tho homo bill to repeal the
limber-cultu- re lawi, offered an amend
ment providing that in the gold and'
silver mining regions of tho state of
Nevada, and those sta.es and territor-
ies iu which there are public lands
containing timber, and where there is
no United States law authorising the
sale of such timber land, residents of
such stiles or territories, if prosecuted
for cu' ting timber, may plead that it
was cut for agricultural or mining
purposes.
