PLATFORM OF

Principles of the People’s
Partv of Arizona.

———

The People’s Party platiorm adopted
at Phosaix, 1a as follows:

We endorse the principles enunci-
ated in the platioim adopled st Bi
Leuis, by the national comvention of
the People’s party, and pledge our-
se'ves 10 support the same and to do
all we can le secure the election of the
esandidates nomioated by such conven-
tion. Believiag that those whe ssn-
trol the finances of & country are i
real rulers, we deny the right of the
representatives of Monarchial Europe
w0 particiyate ian establishing s mon-
elary system for the contrel of Amer-
fean fnsuces by iolernationsal confer-
ence or otherwise. Foreiga in ils
somposition, [oreign in ile sentiments,
foreiga 1o its sympaibies, such s con-
gresa would be & denial ol the right
and ability of American ecitizens o
earry out the primciples of seli-govern-
ment independent of European inter-
ference. A body se eonstituted bhas mo
more right Lo legislate en American
finances, than on the tanff or say
other question solely involving the
liberties snd wellare of the American
peopls. We therefo @ urge theimme-
diste remonstization of silver st the
ratio of 16 4o 1, regardiess ol the ac-
tiac of any other nations,

We lavor the system of direct log-
islation by the peeple known as the
initiative aad referendum.

Weurge the immediate admission
ol Arizeas as & state, scd deoesuscs
ss un-Amaeriean the pelicy which jhas
opposed its sdmission, nmply bscanse
many of ils citizsens are the suppori-
ors ol & fimansisl system which doss
not find [avor with the money lenders
and money traflickers of America and
Europe.

Ws dunensnes the passage, during
the last sesaion of congress, of the se~
called “Arisona Fundiag Act,” the
sols object of which™ was 1o fasure
the payment of pearly $800,000 or
boads illegally issued for mailread
subsidies, and thereby compel lax-
payers of Arisona te pay an indebt~
eodoess, declared by the decisions of
the highest sourta to be lllsgal and
frandulens. Through the sotion ef
N,O. Murphy, ss delegate, and the
Inst teriitorial legis'stare—ocompes-
od solely of republicans and demoerals
—in memorializing congress to legil-
imatize this cresture of past politieal
corruption, the burdem has been
plased on tex-payers of Arisona of
paying, during the next ifty years, in
prineipel sand interest, the onsrmeuns
sum of §2,400,000,
