The p;i-.i- was diseovprctl at tho foot
nf a tall redwood treeut the lier.il of tho
jfiileh and was surrnuiideil by bowlders
that had lulled down I rum the. mountains
above lli I lie trunk of the redwood were
the initials Z M and J U.. cut deeply,
ami as it seemed, with a sharp knil'o
The remains were taken to San Felipe
nnd buried in a plat in the cemetery,
where sleep her lather, mother and two

There is a romance connected with tho
life ol Zarifa Martinique that the pioneer
settler of the San Joauuin valley never
fails to relate to tho visitor As the story
goes she was a beautiful girl, with tho
grace of an American mother and tho heat
