On the heels of the denial of Sec-

retary of War, Proctor that tho
Apaches under Geronimo are station-

ed at Fort Wingate New Mexico,

conies the more starliing mfurmation
from Washington that they are to bo

enlisted in the army. The dispatch as
sent out reads as follows :

Washington, April 1 Geronimo's
band of Apaches, still under Govern-

ment surveillance at Vernon Barracks
Ala, will be enlisted in the army. They
will be formed into a company ot in
fantry. and treated as other soldiers
of the army. It is likely their enlist-

ment will terminate the condition of

captivity, as the War Department
takes the ground Jthat the service is
in no sense a form of imprisonment
and that the ocupation of a soldier is

an honorable one. It is hoped that
this extention of a urtual pnvilage

"to the Indian prisoners, will complete
the good effects already observable
among them. It is reported that the
association and influence of the white
troops has "tamed" the Mount Ver-

non captives, and that they are in a
condition to become recrui's under
the plan recently arranged by the Sec

retary of War for the red men of the
plains.
