Tue showing made by the echool
census is a very pleasing one with but
one exception, It shows that 72 chil-
dren under 18 yeara did not attend
school atany time during the year.
This black spot in an otherwise en-
couraging report is not due to the
smaller children remaining away but
the 72 are children over 13 years
of age and under 18 who have gradu-
ated. A child is not oconsidered a
proper age to graduate unless having
attained the age of 18 years and for
this reason all under this age are
known in the census returna as school
children. It is just as much the duty
ol the department of education to pro
vide for the schooling of thosy above
18 years, asilis to provide for those
under that age. Between 13 and 18
a child is better able to grasp idens
and recvive impressions which they
will carry through life, and the fact
that they must sever their conuection
with their parents and brothers and
sisters and enter an institution away
from home influences to receive an
edueation, is not a proper showing for
a school system which is so bountifully
supported by financial exactions.
