FROM ALASKA.

Descriptive Letter From the
Frozen North.

The following taken froii a letter
received by an Prescotl man from that
country will be interesting. The let-

ter Iswritted Irom Sunset city, and the
writer speaks first of the tquable cli-

mate, and mentions tbe fact that tbe
snow seems to be rapidly disappear-
ing, and that the thirniomeUr only
reaches the freezing point once in
forty-eig- lours, He then says:
The gold hunters are at wcrk along
tbe beach in the sand, aud they all
find 'colors'. Tbe pieces ar worth
from 2j cents down. The sand flats
are located by Tulare farmers. Snow
and floating ice bring tbe gold dewn
and deposit 011 the beach iu the sand
and slate. They find from 15
to 25 cents per day and go crazy ove
it. Some few however, make fro'n 50
to 75 cents pr day. The gold found
is worn and flaky, aud is scratched in
many cases by harder substances,
showing that .' huJ bsen washed a
long way. fho pities found are the
size nl a null ea. There is but little
quartz found near ih witer. Part of
our party left, and pople are going in
every direction, walking over good
and bad ground, panning here and
there on the surface, then criiog.
