New Field of Copper

Ore Near Boundary

Important discoveries of copper ore
have been nude in tbe south Ajo dis-

trict near the International border by
Patty Finn, Walter Holm and Pat
JCelly, well known Warren district
prospectors, who have returned to Bis-

bee after prospecting in the Ajo coun-

try for a number of months. The dis-

coveries were announced just after Dr.
Courtenay Dc Kalb's statement that
Puna county almost surely contains
other Ajo's be ide the one developed by
the C. and A.

Finn was the first of the three to
make a trip into the section. He la;
een prospecting in the country for

many months. La e last sumai:r,'witi
a pack outfit l.e left Gila Bend and af-

ter passing through Ajo, where the
New Cornelia is located, prcstd oa
toward the Mexican border

Finally Finn struck good looking
ground and camped near a spring. It
was early in September and the claims
have been called "September Morn,"

Finn remained in the camp about a
month and returned to Bisbee. He in-
