During this period all
the fredh, clean water that she may
irdire should be accesalble. The water
should have the chill taken off. The
first feed after farrowing should be
very light, preferably a bran mash
The best indicator of the amount of
foed uecessaiy 0i @ sow and har pigs
Is her condition and the conditien of
the voungsters thomaelves., The sow
should recoive enough to keep her and
her pigs in & fair condition (not bony).
and yel she should not be overfed
Overfoedineg of the sow ofiten caunes
scours in the pigs.

The pigs vhould be weaned at six or
eight wooks of age. Dy this time they
ehould be eating readily and sl id
be contin i for two or three weeks
on the same mwixture that their mother
was recelvicg, after which the feed
can be changed gradually to a grow-
ing. fatte g ration if the pigs are io-
t d for merket.
