The little child had not begn missed more than fifteen
or twenty minutes when the pienie party started the
search, sending word to the city,

Lmuediately anto partics rushed to the mountains,
to take up the search, which wa® condueted continmously

thronghout the night, practically the entirve city taking,

part in the hunt.

Fires were kept burning all vight for the cmdanee of
the seavching parties, where food and water were supplied
by antos going continnonsly hack and forth from the eity.

This morning  husiness  was  practically suspended.,
anta loads of searchers taking up the hunt at dawn, to re-
lieve those who had searched thronghont the night and

were exhansted, |

Two troops from Fort Huaehuea were on the way to
Tombstone when the child was fonnd, and an airplane,
chartertd from Fl Paso. the nearest point where a plane
was available, started carly this morning for Tombstone,
to take up the hunt, :

At dawn a svetematic seareh was institnted. a laree
pumber having joined the searchers and men on horse-
back. spreading out in a  Lbuwe  fan and eombine every
arrove in the vicinity.,

Abhont 12 o'cloek taday the wen on hourseback emne
onto.the ehild about a mile north of Lanh®s vanel, TE
was immediately taken 1o one of the commps and mshed o
town in an antomobile.

A larze throng of people zathered at the Eckernnan
home when the ear which hrought the chilil to town stop
ped in front of the residence, and theres was mueh jov over
the snecess of the search.

Ward was then dispatehed to the camps of the seareh-
ers, hut it will probably be after mghtfall before all the
searchers ean be ealled in.

As<ide from being tired from his almost unbelieveahle
long tramp through the rongh county, the little ehild
seems none the worse for his weird experience. With the
exception of a slight serateh on the right forearn., he suf-
fered no injuries. From the camp 1o the place where he
was found today. the lad covered at least ten miles, walk-

ing in a straight line toward town, For a child of his age, |

the distance covered over the character of the country, is
nothing short of remarkable.

Nestling in the arms of his near-prostrate mother, the
little lad talked freely abont his wanderings.

When asked whethey or not he saw the fires built hy
the searching parties, he replied: “Yes. 1T =aw lots of
lights, Someone was out burning bushes,™

Asked why he did not go to any of the fires, he <ait he
was too tired.

<1 slept under a hig tree becanse I was=tived"" he con-
finned,

Surounded by overjoved people the child answered
questions regarding his wanderings for some tinie,

“1 want some ice erean.”” he repeated over and over,
awd when this want was provided the little sman seemed to
have no cares whatever. When put to hed he protested:
“1 don’t want to zo to sleep, T slept all night andor a big
tree. I vant to o ont and play.”
