“Omn the Tth day of July the Mack Mor-
ris Mining Company sent to the Wells,
Fargo & Co.'s express office 1n Globe three
bLars of silver bullion, Nos, 317, 018 and
919, valued ut sbout $4,000, for shipment
10 the Treasurer's office in New York, On
the 2d of August Mr. C. A, Pisk, one of the
finenclnl wgents here for the Mack Morris
company, received a dispatch from the
New York oftice stating thut the said
silver bars had not arrived, aod lnstrgctiog
bhim 10 huve thein truced. Upon lnvesti=
guting his own office he found he bad no
receipws for such a shipment, and upon in.
quiry st the express oflice It was found
that there was no record that the bars in
gueation had been shipped. Thereupen

Ir. Fisk, bastily and foolishly, we thiok,
Jumped 10 the conclusion that the Lars
bad been stolen, awnd Mr. J, J. Vosbiurgh,
the agent of Wells, Fargo & Un.'s express,
wad arvested upon the charge of grund lar-
ceny, ball being fixed ut $5,000. Mr. Vos-
burgh had no difliculty in procuring bail.
The trial commenced on Mondsy bwfore
Justice Allen, and occupied the sitention
of the court lor nearly four days, aljile
prominent cltizens of the town hewng o=
terestad listeners,

The testimony, as to the delivery of the
bullion at the express oflice, was very clear,
but alter that all was tog us far as the
prosecution was concerned, Before the
defence conld be heard, a telegram wus
received hy Mr. Fisk lrom the Trensurer’s
oftice, informing him that the missing hul
Hoo bad arvived.

About a month ngo the Hopkins miln,
situated about two miles west of town, was
prrchased Ly the Randolph Mining Come-
pauy, and achive preparations mate (o put
itin running onder. T wlll why In a
rather ditapidated condition from disuse
nnd many honght it was sn unprofitnble
investment for the Kadolph, a8 the will
conld never be placed in gond working or.'
der, It is understood that $10,000 was
paid tor the building nnd muachinery com=
]J](![L' ns it stood. l_hl.‘ wmill  was
indeed in n sorry ml!i:htlun when the
purchinse wus effected. The engine rested
on a wooden foundation, that shook like a
woman with the ague when any person
uppronchied it. The pans and settlers
were clogged and broken, the baltery
dismantled, and the gearings and shafling
firmaly welded with dust, rust and con-
gealed oil. There was not an article in the
establishment fit for use; but Mr, Fuller,
with characteristic energy, set to work to
remedy the defecta and put the mll in
working trim, The first move in this
direction was made when Charles J. Kaig-
han was made chief enginecr and superin-
tendent,  Perhaps there i not o more con-
petent mechanle on  the cosst than
Mr, Kaighan, For nearly ten years in
the cmplo{ of Prescott, Scoit & Co,, erect—
ing machinery, afterwards chief engineer
of the quartz mill at Huarshaw, snd subse-
quently assistant chuef engiveer of the ex-
tenaive mill wnd holsting works at the:
Minas Prietus in Sonora, there is no ques-
tioning Lis experience, When Mr, Kaige
ban received his appointment, Le set io
work with avidity to make a mill out of
the wreck he wias given chargeof. A solid
eut stone foundation was placed under the
engine, the scattersd parts of the pans and
settler wele IJ!m:ed together, the stamps
were put 1n place, the gearing cleaned off,
many a belt tightened and tested, and in
leas than & month he was able to announce
to the menagers that he was ready for ore.
At hulf past nine Tuesday morning steam
was turned on. The shafling immedistely
moved, the influence was conyeyed to
tlie gear wheels, the pans revolved, and the
stamps with angry thuds, began to dance
in their iasteners. It was a complete
SUCCEss, Never did pans  or
settlers revolve more smoothly; never did
stamps go through thelr perpetual dance
with less jarring. In five minutes aftor
the steamy was turned on everything was
running along as regular and smooth as if
the machinery had npot  stopped
for o century, The ore crusher, the
battery, pans, settler, puwmp, everything
performing its functions perfectly. Well
might Mr. Kmighan feel proud when he
steod on the top and contemplated his
work.

The purchase of this mill was really an
experiment on the part of the company. A
good many pragtical mill men are of the
opinion that the Randelph ore canuct be
redueed without roasting, though both Mr.
Fuller and Mr, Kaighan believe that it
will work all right in the ordinary way.
The mill is entirely paid for, as is the
mine, and 'he company can calculate on
what bullion is produced being their own,
Al Lhe orgenization of the company half
the stock was set uside for a working cap-
ita], and more than & guurter still remaing
for thut purpoes.  Few mining companies
bhave started In producic® bullion uader
more favorible suspices. More than a
thousand tons of ofe now lay on the
dump et the mine, aud there is suffi.
cient in sight to keep twenty slamps
working for two vears. The puarchase
of the five-stamp mill was selely to ex-
periment on the ore, und it is more than
probable that it the results of u few runs
wre satisfactory, the erection of a more ex-
tensive mill will be commenced. There
hins uo ore been stoped out of the mine as
yet, development work beinz solely per-
formed.  T'he success of the mine is Hatter-
ing in the extreme 1o the perseverunce and
judgment of Mr. Fuller: Only [our
months of getive work hins been perfermed
on the mine, yet it now 1aKes raak with
the leading bonsnzas of Tembstone,

CALIFORNIA JIM,

A Texan Desperadoe’s Nerve In the
Foee of Death,
San Aptunio Expross

“Ualifornia Jim" as he was kuown
in laredo, was a young man of alout
25 ur 26, but who had been & noted
criminal for years. [ was informed
recently by x man who had known
him for a long time, that Jim was for
some time a gumbler ard rough in
New Mexico and Arizona. At Santa
I'e, N. M., he was considered one of
the most dangerons and desperate
charaoters 1 the Territory, and was
known as “Six-shooter Smuth.” In
Tombstene he gave his name as Jas.
W. Smith, but he was known as
“Six-shoeter” and he also figured in
CGainesville, Tex., ander the same
name,

e was working in a restaurant in
Laredo and recently had w quarrel
with his employer. He immediatsly
seized his pistol and fired at the pro-
prietor. Marshal Johnson ecame up
to arrest him, when he fired at him
and mortally wounded him. He then
left and started up the track of the
International Railroad, evidently
making for San Antonio, A reward
was offered for his capture and the
the whole county was up in arms.
He worked his way carclully along
the line of the reilroad, carefully
avoiding ranches und persons, until
be reached the atation-house at Cac-
tus, for hunger had driven him to
desperation. He entered the station-
house, and at the point of his pistol
forced the keeper to give him his
oreakfast and some clothing. Sheriff
W. A. Tompkins of this county, who
had been notified of the murder of
Marshal Johnson, immediately start-
ed toward Laredo, hoping to inter-
cept him, This side of Webb station
be found traces of the eriminal, and
for three days he trailed him through
the brush like an Iadian, coming so
close to him that Jim says he saw him
on four occassions. When Sheriff
Tompkins reached this place last
Thursday he found thatJim had tak-
en breakfast at the station-house and
passed on. Several parties started
out at once to effeut his capture,

About 2 p. m. Thursday, Charley
Smith and Wesley de Spain, two
ioung men {rom near this place, who

ad gone out to hunt horses and also
to look for Jim, were at the Cibolo
statien, While sitting at the camp
of John Yeager resting, they saw a
man passing along the top of the
brushy ridge near the depot. They
at once mounted and started toward
him. When they came up within
speaking distanee, Charlie Smith
says he intended to enpage him in
conyersation until he was satisfied
that bhe was the right man. DBut
“California Jim” was too desperate
to take any chances, and when Smth
and de Spain were within thirty rods

.of lim be drew his revolver, turned

and began firing on them. At the
first or second fire de Spain was
struck in the side, the ball puassing
out near the spine, and his horse
threw him. . Charlia 8mith dismount-
ed and drew his gun, and returned
the fire, shooting three times. QOune
shot struck Jim at the poiat of the
bip, crushing the bone, passing on
through his bowels, ranging vp, and
lodging against the skin on the other
side, Jim fell, but rose to a sitting
positien and fired again at Charlie,
who was shooting with his gun
drawn. = This shot struck Charlie
just below the Lknee, ranging up
through the fleshy part of the leg and
entering his breast, Dy this time
Jim had stopped firing wnd  was
down. Charlie then started for the
station house, on his way he met
the Mexican hands, who helped him
to reach the house, “California Jim"
lingered in great  agony  until 3
o'clock i the morming, and was grame
to the last. No painseemed to move
him, and when told he was dying, he
said that it was “all right,”” During
the night he spoke tenderly of
“Molly,” and the last words 1 heard
him say were: “Well Molly, it’s
all over now.”

Jim stated befors he died that his
real name was John Henry Hankins,
and that he had a brother living in
Neosho, Mo. e also said that there
wan & reward of 1,000 offered for
his capture in Arizona, and that he
was wanted in New BMexico. Two
or three times ho attempted to make
a full confession to Sheriff Tompkins,
but he was so weak that he could
not talk., He said that he was sorry
he shot Charlie Smith, for he was a
bruve man,but that he never intended
to be caught, and would have killed
anybody who eame on him.
