OOUH FIRST SEA BATTLE.

It Was with a Britlsh Ship sod Hesulted
in & Victory for Americms.
The first battle in which & regularly
commissioned American war vessel was
engaged wus fought 119 years ago to-
day (November 20), snys the New York
Sun. It was the action between the
Massnchusetts state crulser Lee and
the British armed transport Naney. In
the war of the revolution some of the
stintes fitted out eruisers at their own
expense, and, though entirely distinet
from the war vessels commissioned by
the continental congress, they fre-
quently performed serviee of great
benefit to all the colonies, The Lee
hind a commission from Gen. Woshing-
ton permitting her to eruise in the vi-
cinity of Boston for the purpose of in-
teroepting  supplies for the British
army. Une of the greatest difficnlties
that confronted the American army at
the outbreak of the revolution was the
lnck of arms, ammunition and cloth-
ing. With a view of securing these in-
despensable supplies Washington com-
missioned n pumber of crulsers and
sent them ont for the express purpose
of capturing some of the many British
transports filled with warlike stores
that were expectod to arrive on the
American coast sbout that time, The
Loe, commanded by John Manly, was
the first to make one of these eaptures.
November 2¢, 1775, she eaptured, after
o brief struggle, the British transport
Nancy and curried her into Cape Ann
Roads. "The Nanoy was laden with
just the supplies that the American
darmy most needed at that time.  In her
etrigo were 2,000 muslkets and bayonets,
besides 8,000 fuses, 31 tons of musket
shot, 3,000 round shot for 12-pounders,
a 13-inch mortar, two G-pounders, sev-
eral barrels of powder, and fifty car-
casses, or great fraomes for combusti-
blese to set buildings on fire,  For this
valunble capture Manly received a cap-
tuin's commission in the regulur navy,
and the new 32-ton frigate Hancocl
was placed under his command,

EAT THEIR DOGS.

Unclemnly Habits of the Coreans—Hotels
LAke Pig-Stlon.
The first thing that strikes o visitor
to o Corenn villnge is the surprisiog
subpopulation of dogs, says Harper's
Weekly., Every house seems (o possoss
n |J:w!.; of these spiritless cors, which
are o gray variety of the Chinese chow-
dog. They display n more than passing
interest in o Enropean traveler, and a
frec use of one's stick is necessary to
keep them st bay. On investigation
oue discovers that they form the staple
article of diet of the population. Un-
like most Asiatie races, the Corenns
are meat enters, and these dogs, being
always nt hand, nfford the neceessary
food with the minimum of exertion
and expense.  Another curious feature
of the Corenn diet is the total absence
of ten, the most universal beverage of
enstern Asia.
Frequently one sees a Corean forag-
ing for the evening meal. The method
is simple, though unpleasant. He s
armed with ashort pole, to the end of
which is attached a noose. This he
throws over the head of the nearest
dog, and then proceeds to serew the
pole round till the noose tightens, and
slowly throttles the dog, who is mean-
while prevented from getting to close
guarters with its butcher by thrusts of
the pole.
This conntry is much infested by the
grest long-coated Mongolian tiger,
This magnificent animal, though a con-
siderable souree of revenue on account
of its valuable skin, is nevertheless
much dreaded by the patives. Bo
serions are the ravages committed by
them that the king was forced to organ-
ize n regiment of “‘royal liger hunters,”
and these constitute the corps d'elite
of the Corean army.
Traveling in Corea ean hardly be de-
geribed ns Iuxurions. The Coresn is
not lavish of home comforts for him-
self, and he certainly provides n mini-
mum of the same for the traveling for-
eigner. The average Corean hotel com-
pares unfavorably with a modern pig-
sty, sud one hus to sleep ns best one
c¢an in the midst of sorprising dirt, o
colony of eattle and fowls, and other
things which shall be nameless.

New Light U lm the Progross of Raelal

departmenit of ethnology have shed o
new light, on the process of racinl
umulmuun"liun which is going on in
this and ojther lands. It appears that,
contrary fto the wsual statement and
the populjr belief, the fertility of the
hadf-breed! Indiaus is not less than that
of the pure red and white races, but
even maty, and hence there is no likeli-
hood of the Indian race dying ont.
Another singular fact, which is often
observed in the erossing of strains of
inferior animals, is that the half-
breeds are of tuller stature than the
pure Indisns or the white French race
from which they have chiefly sprung,
Stature is npt inherited in such a man-
ner thal the size of the hydrid or off-
sprinig s mtermedinte between the
plzes of the parent stocirs, There is a
greater  dversity of size in  the
mixed rme than in  the pure
races: unl it is further remark-
uble tha! the face of the half-blood
tends toreproduce that of one or other
of the prent stocks rather than an in-
termeditie type.
