LIVING WITHOUT BRAINS.

Remarkable Cause of the Vietim of n Ball-
road Accldent,

The case of a man living with
the top of his head cut off and the
brain cavity almost empty isagita-
ting surgeons of Grand Rapids and
vicinity, Some time ago Charles
Olsen attempted to board a moving
train, but missed his footing and
fell under the wheels. His head
was erushed so that over half of the
brains fell nut, and when the in-
jured man was picked up it was
supposed that he was dead. All
arrangements were made for the
funeral, but just before the coffin
was closed the undertaker noticed
the movements of the supposed
dead man’s eyelids and had the
body taken from the casket and
placed in bed. Surgons were eall-
od and they declared that Olsen
was not dead, but simply 1n a state
of coma.

By the use of eletricity the sur-
geons managed to arouse him to a
considerable extent. It was sup-
posed that he could but last but a
moment or two as there was noth-
ing in the brain cavity except a fow
shreds of gray matter, but in a
short time the patient began to im-
prove. He cold not speak, but
seemed to comprehend all that was
going on around him, His recov-
ery was rapid and today he can sit
up in bed and say a few words.
Olsen does not remember anything
in regard to himself prior to the
accident, nothing of his past life
and at first did not even know his
ownname. Thesurgeons will have
Olsen examined by eastern special-
ists, in order to find how it is he is
living, when according to all sur-
gical rnles he should be dead. A
silver plate wasputon Olsen's head
and he is doing nicely. He com-
plains frequently that he can feel
uothing and that nothing he eats
has any taste. He has lost nearly
fifty pounds since he was hurt.—
Deseret News.
