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TOMESTONE MINES.

Iiiioiislly of New Machinery Being

Installed,

Some idea of tho 'magnitude of
the Tombstdno mines may be
gleaned from the pondeious ma
chinei y that is now being installed
says tho Prospicur. The fiist to
arrive of any importance, is a steel
gallows fifime and hoist, manufac-
tured especially for thesomirjes by
tho'Ameiican Biidge company of
New Yolk, atid which i now beinir
installed under contract by the
manufacturers Tho gallows traino
itself is G5 feet in height, capable
of admitting of a ihice-deckc- r cage
commensurate only with tho four
compartment shaft which is 8x25
feet in the clear. When thh hoist
shall havo been completed the
work of installing a system of
pumps will tl en been commenced
and hurried to completion as
lapidly as is consistent with
thorough workmanship, which is
a nnticable feature of everything
undertaken by the Consolidated
Mines company, after which Tomb-
stone will assuuio iho appearance
of a busy mining camp.

All 01 tho maclnuory lo bo em-

ployed in this vast undertaking
was constmcted under special con-

tract, its immensity auguring the
confidence and knowledge possess-
ed by the the management of tho
wealth that undeilies the water
level that it proposes to reach.
