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GUARD AGAINST HOG CHOLERA

If Herd ls Treated Immediately on
First Sign of Discase Loss
i will Be Small.

(Prepared by the Unlted States Dopartment
of Apriculture.}

Watceh for the first hog to show slgns
of cholern, advises the United States
Department of Agriculture. I the
berd is treated immediately it is gen
erally possible to save the herd with
but few losses. If the disease, how
ever, Is mllowod to reach all the ani
mals before the serum préventive (reat-
ment I8 applied heavy losses may be
expected. Hog-cholera serum s o
preventive and not a cure for hog
cholern, the department poinis ont.

Whenever & hog dies of an unknowy
cauge the owner should watch his herd
closely for ut least a week, and if any
more hogs In the herd begin to show
sigus of sickness p veterinnrinn should
be lmmediately, for the chances
are that hog choleri has reached the
herd and prompt action In applying the
serum treatment Is the only thing that
will save the well acfmals, A high
temperature, ranging from 105 de-
grees F., to 108 degrees ., In o hog
that staggers when it walks, is a
preity gopd indieation of hog cholers.

not allowed to mingle with other hogzs
or to wander about, for they wil
spread the disease wherever they go,
sometimes In places where [t is Impos
sible to disinfect, Hogs that die on

Insects and nnimels that visit the car
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cuss from spreading the didcase,

Usunily the disense Is most preva
fent during the fall months and losses
are Ivarinbly hedvy In herds wheve
owners neglect to Immunize thelr hoge
befure the disense reaches them, or
full to enll a veterinarian Immediately
on Its first appearance,

The prime steer undoubtedly will
produce g somewhat hetter kKiller than
the poorer quality animal, but it is his
helief that the difference In price Is
loxs on the finished animals than it is
on the fecders, The kind of steers he
now buys it has heen possible to pur
chnse as feeders at ahout 1 cent less
than the priev of the hest ones. When
finished und put en’the muarket these
stecrs andinarily have sold about half
n eent lower than steers of the other
quality. e figures thot Wi cost of
wain is abont the sdame as that of the
wthers, Thug there I8 an advontage
of onehnlf cent a pound in feeding
thig second-grade stuff ilu;tend of the
very best.
