WHICH OP THE TWO POLICIES?

" It is now said that tho Free State
tmen of Kanza.4 must rally around tho
Jonstitutional Convention as the on-

ly measure of delivoruuce in case the
Louompton Constitution passes Con-

gress. This is put forth by a certain
obscure journal claiming to be the le-

gitimate organ of the Free Stateparty.
"It is proposed to look at this ques-

tion briefly, in order to determine
whether this is really tli9 pilicy of
tho Free State people of Kansas, in
the exigoncy above referred to.

" In taking this ground what lias
heretofore been known as theTopeka
branch of the Free Stato party give
up their old idol tho Topeka Con-

stitution and government and the
" blood stained banner," with all its
glorious associations is taken from
the mast-hea- therefore' we cannot
g back of the present time to con-wid- er

the legitimacy or illegitimacy
of that organization or refer to any
measures heretofore known as the pol-

icy of tho Freo State party, but must
take the proposition as it is, at an-

other tep to be taken towards scou-

ring the freedom of Kanzai. As
such, it is open fer arguments; as
such, it must be adopted or rejected
by the people of this Territory.

" The first question to bo consid-red- :
Is tho measure proposed & prac-

tical one ? Is it feasible? If not, it
is supreme folly to bo wasting the es

of the Free Stato party in
its adoption. In our otrfnion

it is not practical, feasible or expe-
dient. Why? Simply because it
will be but a new edition of tho To-pe-

Constitution and
,
government!

It will bo a government outside of
that which is recognized by the Gen-

eral Government, and as such can
never succeed unless by successful
revolution not only against tho Con-

stitutional authorities of the' State,
but of the United States.

"The Topoka government only
had to contend with a Territorial
'Government ; the Constitution pro-
posed to be made the singlo and ex-

clusive point around which the peo-

ple of Kanzas aro to rally, and the
.exclusive subject of thoir loyal devo
tion, will be brought into antagonism
.and will have to contond with a StatJ
government strong in its own inhej
rent energy -- supported by the ; arni
.of the neighboring States, and' tbV
jaighty power of the Genoral Gov1
lOrnnieat. If the Topoka government
failed in it& contest with the inform-- .

a1 crude Territorial organization
when such government was' baptized
in the blood of martyrs to the causa

f froedom, and loved with religious
leal and uovotitfn by the people, how
can it be expected that a government
entirely dostituto of thoso associations
con stand against tho combined pow
or of the States and tho General Gov
ernment. In this regard, it Will be
less promising in its results than, the

"These men, or journals, that talk
about successfully resisting the power
of the United States are mad.' The so-

ber sense of the people repudiate such
an idea. We do not mean to .be un-

derstood that under otnopiroumstani
ces the people of a State or Territory
would not be j untitle d in' opposing by
force the dictation and control of the
General Govornmont, but 'in such
case, it clearly should bo tho only al-

ternative left, and tho chances of suH
cess duly woighe4, boforo-hand.,- ., '9
rebol, coitainly to bo crushod, is rjot
tho bolter part of reason or wisdom1.

Our
View of tlie matter k this : The oppo-

sition in Odhgress to tho consumma-tiox- i
' of tho Locoraptoii scheme are

working. against odds,, The Admin
station is powerful,' and jwilljuse its

whole 'combined forco to put this Con-

stitution through Congress.' This
being tho case,' it becomes the duty of

the people, of this .Tarrifory .who are
directly ooncenied. in the jssnq, to

strengthen as much as poshible the
arm of the opposition in their efforts

to vindicate (mi right to
' So far as the people here could

act in tho premisos they have ncted to
the ond of defeating the tyranny that
if impqndinjf. In this behalf nearly
all the uoopfo of this Territory sub
jected themselves to the "humiliation

of voting lor omcers unaor tuat mucn
abhorred Constitution. Their.object
was to get control of the government
so that in the event of the adoption
of that instrument by Congress, tho

power under it could not be wielded
against us; and further it was be-

lieved that by taking . possession of
the .State government, and filling the

various offices therein ith tried Free
State men, the Administration would

not attempt to force Kanzas into the
Union. The object of Buchanan and
the party he ropresints being eyident-l- y

to make Kanzas practically, so far
as Government could make i,t so, and

The

olectibn was participated in as a fur-

ther assurance against tho success ol
Calhoun's policy, and also an argu-

ment against the admission of Kan-

zas under tho Lecompton Constitu-
tion. Our people are assisted in an-oth-

way to defeat that scheme in
Congress. At the extra session called

by Gov. Stanton, a law . was parsed
to punish frauds and forgeries in elec-

frauds and forgeries actually commit-

the world what villainy has been
