Thls Bonrd of Trusteos paid at their
flrst meeting last year oVor $2700 of
bills contractd by the old board, and
since that tlme other bills amountlnij
to something less than 1(100 in the
uggiegate. Xhls board will beobliged
to leuve a lejjaoy of debt to tho

board, as was loft to it by tho
preceding board, and likowise ln

It was tho ainhiflon of this board to
pay not only tho debt left by tho pre-cedi-

board, but all its own bills as
well, but tho impossible was evidently
not nttainnblu.

If It pays tho-bill- s contracted by a
preceding board, it does so becaus
they are legilimate and lawfol clalms
against the village, butthose bills can-
not bo charged aguinst tho curront tax
budget. In other words, any board
of trusteps may pay tho bills contract-
ed by fonner boards, and also expend
overy dollar ralsed by tnxation dur-
ing their term of ofllce.
