Strain of Controversy Has Bro-

HIS POLAR RECORDS SHIPPED

Data Sent to Copenhagen by Stealth

to Frustrate Alleged Robbery

Plot

New York, Nov. 27 Dr. Frederick
A. Cook, the explorer, according to a

reitort last night, was to sail this
morning under an assumed name for
a sojourn in Southern Kurope to re-

cover Ihis health after the strain of
his lecture tour and the preparation
of his records for the University of
Copenhagen. This report followed a
declaration by H. Wellington Wack.
counsel to the explorer, that a dia-

bolical conspiracy discovered by Dr.
Cook and his friends to steal the data
of the explorer's polar trip had been
frustrated by shipping' them to Cop-

enhagen on another steamer than
that previously announced.

His friends explain the present trip
by saying that Dr. Cook is in a highly

"nervous condition.
Mrs. Cook will accompany the doc-

tor, their two children remaining
here, attending a private school. Mrs.
Cook, it Is said, has been eager to get
her husband out of the city and away
from all care.

Almost any minute, H. Wellington
WTack, lawyer, of 40 Broadway, ex-

pects so he said yesterday, to get a
"wireless message from Walter Ixiuns-dale- .

Dr. Cook's secretary, who is
aboard the United Slates of the

Line, on his way
to Copenhagen, saying that an at-

tempt has been made to drug Louns-dal- e

in a plot to rob him of Dr. Cook's
observations on his trip toward the
north pole.

It tickled Mr. Wack, he declared
yesterday, to know that the plot would
fail, for records are not in lvouns-dale'- s

possession at all. The public
was permitted to think they .were, be-

cause Mr. Wack. as' Dr. Cook's coun-
sel, wanted to throw the conspirators
off the track.

As a matter of fact, so Mr. Wack
explained, the "records were sent off
quietly and under special guard, sev-
eral days before Lounsdale sailed.
They will be secretly conveyed to the
scientists at Copenhagen as soon as
the steamer lands there. To prevent
any possible upset In this plan, Mr.
Wack yesterday positively refused to
reveal the name of tliie steamer which
is carrying them.

While
not entirely agreeing with the recent
statement issued by Bradstreet's,

"It Is a matter which should be
seriously considered," said Mr. Hill.
"Our present balance or trade Is an
Indication that the margin between
our production and consumption is be-

coming narrower. A comparison of
the figures of ten year's ago and tihose
of today shows that our enormous
balance of that time has dwindled
way. We are not exporting rood-stuff- s

as we were. We are consum-
ing them ourselves.

"The increase in price this year
over last year is a matter of supply
and demand."

Young
Bell continued to protest against
what he considered the injustice of
his being made to walk and made so
much noise about it that Ball declar-
ed if Ihe didn't keep still he (Ball)
would hurry ahead and tell the elder
Bell.

"Go ahead and tell him, IT you
want to; 1 shan't. be here when he
comes back," young Bell is declared
to have remarked, as Ball started to
carry out his purpose. . With that re-

mark. Hubert pulled out a reolver
and, (holding It to his right temple,
pulled the trigger, dropping dead al-

most instantly.
Hubert was 21 years or age nnd was

employed as clerk in the store of
j Franklin Bell & Son of Lunenburgh,
the junior member or the firm being
James Bell, who was present at the
time of the suicide. It is said that
young Bell was in an intoxicated con-
dition at the time.
