San Francisco Hears of Success of
American Prospectors

San Francisco, Feb. 16. If the be-

lief of two prospectors just returned
from Mexico Is substantiated they
will have discovered In a Ions nhan
doned silver mine In the estate of
Ourancfe one of the most famed of
tne om tipanisn nannnzas, the an-

cient Xarnnjal, which has been lost
to civilization for a century and a
quarter. The miners are J. R. S.
Kinnersley and his father-in-law- , .las.
W. Shaw, both of this city. They
have a Mexican partner, Tranclsco
Saens who they say accidentally dis-

covered the mine and disclosed his
secret to Shaw, who sent for Kinners
ley and the jree. organized an,

After a hazardous trip that led
along the ledpe of a yawning chasm
of creat-depth- , the old mine was
reached. It Is said that great quan-

tities of virgin silver vere disclosed
by picks. It is supposed that a land-
slide shut out the old wagon trail
that once led to the mine, effectually
blotting out the liananza.
