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TRIAL OF SEYLER

Accused of Murdering Jane Adams
at Atlantic City.

Atlantic City, May 24. Unwonted
bustle and activity about the ancient
court house at Mays Landing, N. J.,
yesterday betokened Important hap-
penings for the usually quiet com-
munity. Willam T. Seyler was called
to trial on the charge of murdering
eighteen-year-ol- d Jane Adams, and a
definite solution of the mystery sur-
rounding the girl's death was expect-
antly awaited.

With Its customary swiftness, Jer-
sey justice was expected to move
speeauy anrougn tne selection or a
Jury to try the married man accused
of doing to death the girl 'whom he
accompanied to the pier on the ocean
front ot this city on the night of Feb.
4 last and whose body, bruised and
rrozen, came ashore more than a
week later on the beach below. It
was indicated by Prosecutor Golden
burg that tils outline or the case
against Seyler would show what he
considered a strong chain of circum-
stantial evidence, that the prisoner
was directly responsible for the girl.'s
death. He expected to be able to
combat successfully the contention .of
Kdmund C. Gaskell, the prisoner's
counsel, that Miss Adams fell accl-dentl- y

from the edge of the pier and
that when she came In contact with
the frame work under the pier she
sustained the wounds about her-hea-d

found when the body was washed up-

on the beach. The salient fact re-
garding the alleged crime, chiefly
brought out by the story of Alice Ad-

ams, sister of the dead girl, show
first that Jane and Alice Adams ac-

companied William Seyler and his
brother Orvls to a concert on the
ocean pier. The quartette, according
to Allot;, watched the dancing and
listened to the music for a time and
then went to the dimly lighted far
end of the pier. Alice and Orvls
left the other two there. Jane Ad
ams was tuit afterwards seen alive.

When a search for the girl began
and Jane Adams' mother went to the
Seyler home nnd demanded to know
where her daughter was, Seyler was
reported to have said that he left the
girl at the pier. The Seyler brothers
disappeared the next day, but on
February 16 were found and arrested
In I'cterslmrg, Va. William Seyler
was held on a charge of murder and
Orvls was detained as a witness. Sey
ler has stonily maintained that the
girl's death was the result of an ac
cident and that tho only reason he
ran away was because he became
momentarily unnerved when MrB
Adams accused him of knowing
where her daughter was.

In
his confession ho told how he, White- -
way and Fisher, being "broke," held
up Johanson and a man called Haft
ner, and how Fisher, when Johanson
made otT. fired twice, bringing his
man down, Johanson died three days
later.

Fumigate Your Bills If You Don't
Want Disease

New York, May 23 'Taper money,
as an avenue by which disease can
be transmitted, baa been an object of
suspicion for some time," says The
Medical Record. "Indeed, this partic- -

uiai 1UI ill mio iv. u
shown, more or less conclusively, to
be under favoring conditions an ac-

tual menace to the health of the com-

munity.
"Hildltch of the Sheffield labora-

tory of liacterlology and Hygiene,
Yale University, and Park of the Re-

search laboratory of the Hoard of
Health of New York have demonstrat-
ed that dirty paper money Is 'similar
lo other paper and rags and callable
of carrying living tubercle and diph-

theria pacilll for some days or long-
er.'

"Hildltch, however, does not re-sar- d

the danger as very great. He
obtained twenty-fou- r bills, the very
dirtiest he was able to procure and
subjected them to a minute examina-
tion, the outcome being that he found
the average number of bacteria in
each of twenty-on- e bills to be 112,000.
Further, it was established by subse
quent experiments that these organ
isms were not In possession of their
full virulences. The publication of
these results was apt to create a feel
ing of confidence In-th- comparative
harnilessness of the dirtiest paper
money, or, at least, to seem to dem-- 1

ountrate that as sources for spreading j

Infection such was not greatly to be
feared. .

"In a recent issue of The Popular
Science Monthly A. Cressy' Morrison
writes to poiut out that tho menace
of paper money must not be wholly
judged from the virulence or the na-

ture of the germs discovered. He per-
tinently draws attention to the fact
that the infection of drinking water
with the germs of typhoid fever i

should not be estimated from the ,

number of tin; bacilli typhosl found.
for If that were the case water wou'd
be seldom condemned, and those bac
illi are Bcldom discovered. '

"In brief, Morrison contends, and
It appears contends witn Justice, that i

It Is not so much the question of vir
ulence or even of the nature of the i

organisms found on paper money, but
that experiments have established
that money Is a medium of bacterial
communication from one Individual to ;

another. In order, therefore, to eluc
idate the matter, paper money known
to have been exposed to contamina-
tion by highly infectious organisms
should be examined by scl
entitle, experts. It has been ascer
tained that money can be Infected by i

handling; It has also been Fh,ovn that
the germs of diphtheria and tubercu-- 1

losl3 may live on Infected bills for
several days. Morrison says: 'It
sems but a 6tep, then, to the final
demonstration of the actual trans
mission of these and similar diseases
by money in circulation and to the
prevention of such spread of disease
by the proper measures to eradicate i

such possibilities.
"There Is little doubt that disease i

Is spread In ways that we know not j

even In these times of advanced re-- 1

search. If paper money does spread
disease, though but to nn extremely '

small extent, this Is reason sufficient '

to Insist upon the more rapid with--

drawal from circulation of soiled bills
and the Issuing of new and clean '

notes.
"The results of more minute and j

exhaustive Investigations Into the '

question of Infected paper money ns
a means, of spreading disease should!
be Interesting and valuable."
