JUSTICE HARLAN DISSENTS

Sherman Law by Use of Term
to

"Unreasonable"

Washington, May 16. The Standard
oil company of New Jersey and lta 19
subsidiary corporations were declared
yesterday by the supreme court of the
United States to be a conspiracy and
combination In restraint of trade. It
also was held to be monopolizing in-
terstate commerce In violation of the
Sherman .antitrust law. The dissolu-
tion of the combination was ordered in

within six. months. Thus ends the
tremendous struggle of years by the
government to put down by authority
of law a combination which it contend
ed was a menace to the industrial and
economic advancement of the nation.

At the same time the court inter-
preted the Sherman antitrust law so
as to limit its application to acts of
"unduo" restraint of trade and not
"every" restraint of trade. It was on
this point that there was a divergence
In the court. Justice Harlan dissent-
ed, holding that cases already decided
by the court determined once for all
that the word "undue," or "unreason-
able" or similar words, were not in
the statute. He declared that the rea-
soning of the court In arriving at its
finding was in effect legislation, which
belongs in every instance to Congress
and not to the courts.

Ever since the decree in the case
was promulgated in the lower court,
the United States circuit court for the
eastern district of Missouri, hope had
been expressed by the "business
world" that the law would be con-

strued so as not to interfere with
what was designated as honest busi-
ness. Last night that section of the
opinion applying the "rule of reason"
to the law is regarded in many quar-
ters as an answer to the wants of
commerce and finance.

The opinion of the court was an-

nounced by Chief Justice White. It
contains more than 20,000 words.
For nearly an hour the chief justice
discussed the case from the bench,

printed opinion but not once referring
to it in order to refresh his memory.
Before him sat an audience of some of
the most famous men in the country.
Senators and representatives left
their respective chambers in the cap-ito- l

to listen to the epoch-makin- g de-

cision of the court. Most eager to
hear were Attorney-Genera- l Wicker- -

sham and Frank B. Kellogg, special
counsel of the government, who had
conducted the protracted fight against
the giant company. None of the bril-
liant array of counsel for the corpora
tions or individual defendants was in
the court during the reading of the
opinion. Yesterday, as cm previous
decision days for months past, brok
ers and agents with messengers in

was not begun until an hour after the
closing of the stock markets,

Many expected that the decision of
the court in the dissolution suit
against the tobacco corporation would
be handed down immediately after the
decision in the Standard oil case.
This was not done, however, but the
decision is expected on the 29th, the
last decision day of the court until
next October. The opinion of the
court yesterday was construed to

MORMONS IN VERMONT '

Headquarters for Sect Established
At Burlington.

Mormon headquarters for Vermont
conference, which also includes the
Province of Quebec, have been
established in Burlington and the
propaganda of the Church of Latter
Day Saints la being spread as rapid-
ly as ten elders can do it, in a quiet
house to house canvass and by pub-
lic open air meetings held In towns
large enough to secure fair-size- au
diences.

The work In the Vermont confer-
ence 1b in charge of Elder W. W.
Austin, of Salt Lake City, Elder John
Harvey of Alberta, Canada, and Frank
Brown of Salt Lake City. All of these
young men are sons of Mormon par-
ents and were brought up and educat-
ed in the Mormon faith.

Headquarters have been opened at
Main street, corner of Main and

Pine streets. There are no signs
indicate the fact, however, and

when one calls at the door for Elder
Austin, he is ushered into a large
room on the first floor of the house,
wherein Mr. Austin is found writ-
ing at a table. Books, pamphlets and
papers are scattered about and a
sheaf of newspaper clippings rest on
the table clippings containing ar-

ticles upon the Morman church, most-
ly critical.

Mr. Austin la--a surprise. He is
not the sort of man one conjures up

Imagination for a Mormon elder.
He wears no long beard neither Is
he old or patriarchal in appearance.
Instead, one sees a well-se- t up young
man, with clear eyes that look out
earnestly. Modestly and unassuming
ly he talks of the plans of the
church with regard to Vermont and
expresses conviction that the Mor-

mon faith Is the real thing. Still he
has no war with other churches,
nor with other faiths, and express-
ly states that the Mormon mission-
aries do not rant or abuse or con
demn.

'There are about a hundred con
verts to the faith in Vermont," Mr.
Austin said, in response to a ques-
tion of a Daily News reporter to
day, of which number possibly a
dozen or llfteen are in Burlington.
This means converts, who have be
come affiliated with the church

"We hold open air meetings and cot
tage meetings where opportunity
comes and distribute literature from
house to house freely. Other church
literature may be purchased.

"We began holding open air meet
Ings in Burlington, last Saturday eve
ning, Mr. Austin continued, "and in
tend holding them every Saturday
evening during the summer. We
usually take a stand near Bailey's
music rooms on College street and
hold a half hour's service, telling
something of Mormon faith and doc
trine and distributing and selling
Bibles and other literature.

We are seldom molested and are
usually given a quiet and orderly
hearing. The authorities all over Ver
mo'u have been particularly kind to
1,8 fallowing us to speak and no
trouble has been experienced here
this year, Mayor Roberts and the po
lice granting us every privilege. We
had some difficulty last year, however,
Mayor Burke not allowing us to con
duct open air meetings in the city.

The winter work is confined to the
larger towns and cities and in the
summer the rural communities are
reached."

There are twelve conferences In the
Eastern states with 200 missionaries
employed. Headquarters for the dls
trlct is at New York city with Elder
Ben. E. Rich in charge.

There are 2500 Mormon missionar
ies employed In all parts of the world
The Vermont conference was organlz
ed In 1909 since when a more or less
active propaganda has been carried
on. Headquarters were at first in
Montpelier.

The church owns a farm of 300
acres in Sharon, on the line of South
Koyalton upon wnlch Is erected
handsome monument of Barre granite
to Joseph Smit, the founder of the
church who was born on the site of
the granite shaft.

DECLARES TAFT IS WRONG

Gompers Says Government Employes
Still Have the Right of Petition.
Washington, May 16. "No ollicer

of the Government is warranted in
the issuance of an order In conflict
with the inherent, Constitutional
rights of the citizen," said President
Gompers of the American Federation
of Labor yesterday, commenting on
President Taftts speech at Harrisburg
Penn., last night.

Mr. Gompers declared that Presl
dent Taft's order forbids association
among Government employes and the
right of petition to Congress and that
the Post Office Department has "dis
charged and victimized men because
they dared unite In a lawful associa
tion and pelltjon for redress of griev
ances. '

Insisting that President Taft Is
wholly mistaken In his Idea of meth-
ods for the betterment of the condi
tion of employes of the Government,
Mr. Gompers said that since men in
the pay of the Government cannot re-

sort to the strike, as workmen in pri
vate establishments can when neces
sary, their only means of presenting
their needs of grievances Is through
petition for administrative or legis
lative action.

HAPG00D ASKS FOR HELP

Well Known Peru Lumberman Asks
Governor for Assistance In Fight-

ing Forest Fire

Rutland, May 16. Acting under or
ders,, of Gov. John A. Mead of this
city, the board of forestry together
with State Forester A. F. Hawes of
Burlington, were busy last night send-
ing out notices to the first selectmen
n every town in the state creating

them fire wardens and Instructing
them to take charge and subdue if
possible, all forest fires in their Juris-
diction. Several serious forest fires
have been reported since the latter
part of last week and together with
the extremely dry condition of the
woods, great alarm is felt. The state
will stand the expense of fighting the
tires.

Yesterday Gov. Mead received a
long letter from M. J. Hapgood of
Peru telling of a serious fire which
ha9 been destroying much property in
Bennington county in the vicinity of
Peru, and asking for help. There is
also a big blaze in the vicinity of
Monkton, Addison county.

In speaking of the matter last night.
Mr. Hawes said:

"There is a very grave condition of
affairs as regards forest fires in the
state and the board is going to do
all in Its power to prevent the spread-
ing as well as the origination of the
nres. Besides creating the selectmen
as fire wardens the board, In consider-
ation of the extremely dry season, has
appointed extra wardens in many of
the towns where there are valuable
lumber tracts.

"Besides the fires in Bennington
and Addison counties there are bad
fires in the town of Essex near Bur
lington and also one In Essex county
persons in tne woods at this time
should be exceedingly careful about
the use of matches and the starting
of brush fires."

The following Is a copy of the night
letter Bent out last night by State
Forester Hawes and addressed to all
the first selectmen in the state:
"Great danger of forest fires. sug
gest you station patrols In dangerous
localities. Warn people againBt burn
ing brush. If you cannot property
oversee entire town, notify me immed
iately stating reason. Get men onto
fires before they gain headway.
Chemical fire extinguishers would
prove effective. Report evidence of
breaking laws."

yesterday. Four trainmen were killed
and four others seriously injured. It
is understood that the conductors of
both trains had orders to proceed on
the single track.

DISEASE KILLED BAYARD

Coroner's Jury Attributed Death to
That, and Not to Fall.

Washington, May 16. That pericar-
ditis caused the death of Philip Bay-

ard, son of a former Secretary of
State, who died on Sunday at Garfield
Hospital after a fall from a third-stor- y

window, was the Coroner's ver-

dict yesterday.
It Is believed that Bayard mentally

unbalanced by illness, fell while try
ing to climb, from the window of his
room to the veranda.

RESTRICT INDIAN LAND SALES

Twenty-flva-Yea- r Ban Put on by Con
gress Held as constitutional,

Washington. May 16. The twenty--

five-yea- r restriction on the sale of In
dian lands, which was imposod by
Congress in 1906 was held to be con
stitutional in a decision by the United
States Supreme Court yesterday.
Previous to 1906 individual members

the Five Civilized tribes in Oklaho
ma were prevented from making sales

their lands within five years of the
time of allotment. The contention
soon arose that the full bloods bad
such rights as citizens as made the ex
tension unconstitutional.

Marchie Tlgor was one of the In
dians concerned. As a full blood
Creek he inherited four allotments.
He transferred this inherited land to
real estate companies, but later he
changed his mind and brought suit to
have the transfers set aside on the
ground that the restrictions forbade
his conveying the land.

The Supreme Court of Oklahoma
held that the restrictions merely re-

ferred to lands allotted directly to the
full bloods, and not to the lands In-

herited by them. The Supreme Court
of the United States holds that they
applied to inherited lands as well.

The court held also that only Con-

gress could determine when the In-

dian became free 'from the whlto
man's guardianship, and that Con-

gress had not yet so found.

DIX GIVES FIRE WARNING

Governor Asks All Who Visit Forests
to Beware of Carelessness.

Albany, May 16. In a proclamation
Issued last night Gov. Dix gives a
warning against the careless use of
matches and fire in tho Adirondack
and Catskill camps.

By requiring the use of oil burning
locomotives and the establishment of
a lookout system of fire fighting in
the mountains, the State Is said to be
reasonably protected from forest fires
In spite of the drouth. The State
Forestry Department states that the
onlj; danger now is from carelessness
n camps or from the malicious use

of the torch.
"I ask every visitor," says the Gov

ernor in his proclamation, "to treat
parks and forest preserves as he
would his own woodland. I ask par
ents of children who take their out-
ings in these public domains to incul-
cate them with a sense of responsi
bility. Our State forests, it destroyed
by fire, can never be replaced because
fire destroys both trees and soil."

The Governor is the owner of a val
uable camp near the State preserve
at McKeever, Herkimer County.

DESERT CACTUS' VALUE

Expected to Produce Marketable
Fruit of Fine Quality.

San Antonio, Tex., May 16. The
time may not be far distant when
one can go out into a cactus patch
and return with a basket of luscious
prickly pears suitable for the table.
The prickly pear, or cactus, has al
ways produced a fruit which Is edible
and of very good flavor. This la sold
in all the markets In Mexico, and has
frequently been eaten by residents of
Texas. The difficulty, however, is the
removing of the skin, owing to the
great number of spines It contains.
Prof. E. C. Gren of the South Texas
gardens in Brownsville proposes to re
move this objection. He Is now ex
perimenting with a number of varie-
ties of cactus and expects to be able
to make these bear a spineless fruit
of a much higher grade than that
which grows upon the plant In Its
wild state. He confidently expects
that he will be able to make the cac
tus of Texas one of the most profit
able and highly useful plants in the
matter of producing fruit that has ex-

cellent food value. Already the
leaves of the cactus have been utiliz-
ed in making paper and the juice
from the same In making alcohol,
while the pulp has proved an excellent
food for stock. It would seem from
the progress made with this plant
that its possibilities in modern econo
my are very large.

ALL HIS NINE LIVES BURIED

But This Cat Survives Even Chloro-
form and a Garden Grave.

Bloomfleld, N. J., May 16. Jef-
freys, a black cat, belonging to How-

ard W. Stoltz of Linden Avenue, was
so disabled in a fight that it was de-

cided to make way with it. Jeffrey
was put in an old tin boiler, sufficient
chloroform to end nine lives poured
in, and the lid put on.

A few minutes later Jeffrey was re-

moved from the boiler and burled
eighteen Inches deep In the garden.

Mr. Stoltz, who vouches for these
happenings, says further that he re-

ported to his children that Jeffreys
was out of his misery and that they
went to bed in tears, but that when
Mrs. Stoltz came downstairs this
morning she found Jeffreys at the
back door meowing for admittance.

Stoltz decided that since Jeffreys
was so insistent on living he should
have every chance, and sent for a vet
erinary, who treated Jeffery's wounds
with every prospect for his injuries
soon being healed.

MURDERER HANGED HIMSELF

Colored Trooper Committed Suicide
In Guard House..

Burlington, May 16. While under
guard after his arrest for shooting
and Instantly killing John L. Adair,
colored, a private of E troop, Tenth
cavalry, U. S. A. stationed at Fort
Ethan Allen, Winooski, Martin C.
Ellis, an enlisted man of the same
outfit, put an end to his own life yes
terday by hanging. After the shoot-
ing last night, Ellis was placed In the
guard house at the post and accord-
ing to regulations was visited every
half hour by the man who was walk-
ing guard. Ellis managed to tear a
strip of canvas from the mattress in
the cell and between visits of the Ben-tr- y

hanged himself by attaching the
canvas to the bars overhead. When
found at 8:30 o'clock the man was
still alive but death came soon after.
His body will be disposed of by thej
post authorities.

(irand, Rapids, Mich., May 16. At
Its si a score of policemen were In-

jured and man members of a mob of
two thousand striking furniture work-
ers and sympathizers were hurt In a
riot at the plant of the Wlddicomb
Fnrnlturo company last night. Sever-
al of the Injured may die.

After a fierce battle with revolvers,
clubs,,, stones and missiles of almost
every description, in which the police
were badly beaten, a fire engine com-
pany attacked tho mob with streams
of water and succeeded in quelling
the disturbance to a considerable ex
tent. Many women were active
among the rioters.

,Tbe trouble started when a mob of
about 300 men, women and boys at
tacked a closed automobile driven by
Ralph Wlddicomb of the furniture
company, who was taking several
strikebreakers from the factory. One
of the policemen on guard at the plant
attempted to make an arrest and the
mob closed in on him. Other police-
men with drawn revolvers quickly ar-

rived but were overwhelmed. A
squad of reserves was rushed to the
scene and soon began firing' and the
fire was returned by a number of ri
oters. Several policemen were kuock-e- d

senseless by missiles hurled by
women.

Mayor Ellis made a fruitless at
tempt to quell the riot before the fire
department was summoned. A terri
fic battle ensued as the firemen began
to lay their lines, in which the mob
was finally overcome and broken up
