PRANK E. HOWE. Editor and Pub'r
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Governor Mead states that he will

take no action on calling a special
congressional election until after the
state convention next week. lie has
not yet received the official notice ad-

vising him of the vacancy and the

method of procedure to fill the same.

There seems to be no question that
the supporters of President Taft will
control the Vermont state convention
next week. The second district con-

vention appears to be for Roosevelt,
but a strenuous effort Is being made
by both camps to get the unpledged
delegates into line. In this effort the
Tal't forces have much the best of it,
as the state committee, the state ad-

ministration and tho Vermont delega
tion in congress are all for the ad-

ministration, while the Roosevelt cap-- '
tains are largely unskilled in politics.
There is no ground apparently for
the accusation that money is being
used by either side but a strong ar-

gument will be put forth.

Lamoille county's famous straw
vote of "March meeting" day stood
527 for Roosevelt and 253 for Taft,
which gave the former nearly 67 12
per cent of the total republican vote
If, as reported, that county chose IS
Roosevelt delegates in Saturday's
caucuses and 11 for Taft, tho form-
er's delegate strength Is about til
per cent of the whole. Not so wide
a variance as is usually the case be
tween straw voting and the real ar
ticle. Rutland News.

On the whole Drother Thayer's
straw vote was rather remarkable, for
it will be remembered that no ballots
were cast In Hyde Park in the straw
vote. Now, taking Hyde Park out of
the finals, the result is almost exactly
as indicated by the Thayer forecast.

The secretary also suppressed a
circular letter prepared by Elliott, in
which some facts relating to the Ever
glades lands were presented In ans
wer to the letters of inquiry from
thousands of investors in the various
land schemes. Mr. Elliott testified re
cently that two land agents had threa
tened him in his office, and In the
presence Of other officials, if he in
sisted in taking an unfavorable view
of tho Everglades. They also threat
ened to take the matter "higher up.

Wright charged that Elliott, More
house, Singleton and Teels had tech
nically violated the law In approving
vouchers for a transference of public
funds. In 1909 the appropriation for
drainage work was exhausted. The
work in hand was nearly finished how
ever, and the officials borrowed iuon

to complete It, paying It back out
of the next year's appropriation by
placing the lenders on the payrolls. It

NEW JOB FOR SHUSTER

Former Treasurer General of Persia
Going to South America

New York. April 2. W. Morgan
Sinister, former treasurer general of
Persia, has been chosen by the rsai
lonal City Hank Interests to represent
them In South America. The Bank Is
not permitted-t- do business outside
tho country, but the National City
company, formed last year oy biock
holders in the bank .to handle such
business as conflicted with tho Nat-

ional charter, has already Invaded the
South American field. This company
has engaged Mr. Shuster.

W. Morgan Shuster had attained
an enviable reputation In government
circles before he became famous as
the man whose dismissal by Persia,
England and Russia, demanded be
cause he had done too well his work
of setting the nation on Its feet flnan- -

ially, thereby endangering their ltv
fluence. lie is .13 years old. He had
started to study law when he took

stenographer's" position with the
peace commission to Cuba. When
the commission left the Island he stay
ed as right hand man to the auditor,
having learned Spanish, and was soon
promoted to be collector of Cuban
customs under tho protectorate.

His work in cleaning up the moss
urown Cuban service brought him to
the attention of Secretary Root and
In 1901. when he was only 24, ho was
sent to the Philippines to take charge
of tho customs at Manila. He had
the task of revising tho Philippine tar
Iff ami reorganizing the customs sor
vice throughout the archipelago. Af
ter five years of this work ho wa
promoted by (lovemor General Taft
to tho post of Secretary of Public In
st ruction, and was also made a mem
bor of the Philippine commission. In

STANDARD OIL OUSTER LEGAL

Supreme Court Upholds Anti-Trus- t

Laws of Missouri
Washington. April 1. The nnli

(rust laxss of Missouri were Upheld to
day by the Supremo court of the
Cnlted States. Tho court approved
of the slate's action In ousting (he
Standard Oil Company of Indiana and
the Republic Oil company of New
York from tho state and lining each
f.'iO.ono under these laws.

Proceedings were begun In the stale
against the Standard Oil company of
Indl tna. (he Republic Oil company of
New York, a New York corporation,
and tho Waters Pierce Oil company
a Missouri corporation, charging
them ulth having entered Into a com-

bination among themselves (o control
(ho prices of oils nnd to prevent com-
petition within the state.

Tho supremo court of Missouri
found them guilty. Tho Waters-Pierc-

company was a Missouri cor-
poration nnd (he court set a day when
lis charter would bo forfeited If the
company did not pay a $.i0.000 fine.
The r.iio taa paid. Only the Stan
dard and tho Kcpuhllc, which were
ousted, appealed to the Supreme court

The assertion was made, (hat the
corporations could not bo ousted In
(he same proceedings. Furthermore,
II was urged that ousting corporations
was n greater punishment than was
Inflicted upon Individual violators by
tho laws.

Tho International Harvester com-
pany recently appealed to (he court
from a Missouri ouster decree, the
appeal being based on the ground thai
these laws were unconstitutional.

Justice Lamar announced (he unan-
imous opinion of tho court. He held
lhn( no rlthl of the corporations had
been denied under the law In (he

The Jury awarded actual damages
of $8778.

ALL FQR GERMANY

Teutons Show Their Loyalty to the
Fatherland

Washington, April 3. Contrasting
trade sentiment In the United States
and Germany, John F. Queeny, of
St. Louis, a witness before the Senate
Finance committee, took a dig at the
House Ways and Means committee,
which drafted a tariff schedule threat
ening, manufacturers claimed, great
damage to the chemical industry in
this country.

"The Ways and Means committee,
said Queeny. "has certainly shown
very little loyalty to products of
American manufacture."

How differently the Germans feel
toward their own product is well Il

lustrated in ten commandments given
to every employee and posted in
every German business house the
world over.

These are the ten commandments:
1. In all expenses keep In mind

the Interests of your own compatri-
ots.

2. Never forget when you buy a
foreign article that your own country
is thus made poorer.

3. Your money should profit no
one but Germans.

4. Never profane German factories
by using foreign machinery.

5. Never allow foreign eatables to
bo served at your table.

6. Write on German paper, with a
German pen and German ink. and
use German blotting paper.

7. German flour, German fruit and
German beer alone can give your
body true German energy.- -

8. If you do not like German malt
coffee, drink coffee from German
colonic.

9. Use only German clothes for
your dress, and German hats, for your
head.

10. Let not foreign flattery dis
tract you from these precepts; and be
flrtnly convinced, whatever others
say. that German products are the
only ones worthy of citizens of the
German Fatherland.

JOKE ENDS IN A MURDER

Grocery Clerk .When Charged With
Crime Tries to Kill Self

Sound Beach, Conn., April 1. Jas.
Stewart died from a blow struck

by Rollin Hedges, a fellow clerk In
tho grocery of Robert Stewart here
today, as the outcome of a Joke play
ed by James. Hedges Is under ar
rest. Robert Stewart, brother of
James, says that the latter man came
Into the store laughing, while Hed-
ges was very angry. Robert Stewart
told both clerks to get to work.

When James was leaning over a
barrel with his head inside. Hedges
darted across the store with a ham
mer In his hand. He struck Stewart
on the head. Robert separated the
men and sent his brother to Dr. Aus
tins otiice. nr. Austin ureRseti a
scalp wound and sent for the Stam
ford hospital ambulance. Before It
arrived Stewart died. Stewart was
30 years old and unmarried. Hedges
is 27 and married.

When Hedges was taken to the
Stamford police station he did not
know Si e wart was dead. When told
that his victim died. Hedges fell In
a faint. He was revived and taken
to Greenwich lock-up- , where he broke
an electric llht globe and with frag
ments cut his throat. Doctors were
called to save his life.

That one is Henry F. Ashurst of

Ariiotia, and it was his manners that
did it. Though Mr. Athurst is a

Democrat from the Far West ' a was
welcomed by the old guard as a new
( h sterfield.

On the arm of a member of the
House, Mr. Ashurst began his pro-

gress toward the Senate chamber
shortly before convening. He was
attired faultlessly ia a becoming
fiock coat and striped pants yes,
they were pants with only a broad
black sombrero In honor of the west.
His escort was tastefully attired In
blue, with a sombrero of ' the tan
Kouf;h Klder variety.

As no announcement of the ap-

proaching statesmen had gone ahead
of them, there was only a single door-
keeper to receive them, but the
statesmen made the most of them.
Five feet this side of the door they
stopped, doffed their hats to the door--

keper, and bowed profoundly. Then
th y advanced and Introduced them-
selves with warm handclasps that un-
til today had been considered

Southern. After that they
entered the Chamber.

Mr. Martine of New Jersey is the!
sociable member of the Senate and
he took Mr. Ashurst in tow, present-
ing him to everybody he could find.
Then the Senators Baw the fine shad-
ings in Mr. Ashurst's manner. To
the older members he bowed till his
frock coat was at right angles to his
trousers; to the venerable Senator
Cullom he bowed even lower than
that. But to the young Senators his
erecting was more virile; no bowing
just a giant's grasp and a long look
into the eyes, man fashion.

His softest manner lie reserved for
Mr. Martine alone and he and the
friendly Senator from New Jersey
made the circuit of the Chamber hand
in hand.

B. Catron, both Republicans, will take
the oath tomorrow. They will draw
lots for their assignments to the
Senatorial classes. Two of them will
draw terms of six years, one of four
years and one of two years.
