THE LONG TRAIL
Down at. this end of the state we

haven't done our share toward the
long mountain trail that is being
built from the Canada line to the
Massachusetts border. Next year the
Green Mountain club is going to
tackle this end of the state.

Tho president of the Green Moun
tain club, Dr. Paris of Burlington has
written a personal letter to the editor
cf The Banner which contains so

much of intereiit that we are risking
the doctor's displeasure by printing
the letter in full. It is as follows:
Dear Mi. Howe:

When we have achieved our last
excursion of tho yeatf"the Autumn
Leaf sometime in late September 1

shall write up the doings and accom-
plishment of the Green Mountain Club
for this season and send The Bannei
a eopy of the same for publication.
Should the spirit move you this fall,
you can go over the Long Trail from
Killington Peak to Johnson, 142

miles, hitting only the high places
The trail from KllliiiKlon to Camels
Hump 100 miles, and from Sterling
Pcud to Johnson over Sterling Moun

tain, 12 miles, have been added t.hlf

season so there Is something to

write about.
The Green Mountain Club could

stand pat on this trail, probably the
lengest continuous mountain trail in

the United States, but propose going
on with the original project, a trail
from Canada to Massachusetts. Next
season we propose concentrating on

the trail from Killington south, work-
ing toward the Berkshire. A very
energetic little body, the Stratton
Mountain Club of West Wardsboro,
are doing a great deal to develop
this mountain. They have run their
own trail up the east side connect-
ing with the trail up from Manches-
ter and already a number of parties
from Dorset and Manchester have
made the trip across. A Forestry
Department trail to the summit from
the Arlington road Is being develop-
ed and a very interesting net work
of trail and wood road on the west
slope developed. This little club has
raired funds for the erection of an
observatory on the summit of Strat-
ton Mountain whose densely wooded
top makes this a necessity to obi.ali.
any view after an ascent.

Stratton Mountain Is going to
,nake a good base to work from,
north and south .and ne expect that
Ihe KilliiiKton Section of Kutlmul
win now extend trail south from Kill-
ington. About two years ago The
Banner, apropos of the Long Trull,
then a new Idea, published a rou.r
north from Beadsboro, I have the
clipping filed away. U ran KeuKiboro
Heartwellsville, Woodford City. Kelly
Stand, Stratton, Peru. Mt. Tabor, and
so on. It read extremely well aud I

persume would be the route natural-
ly selected.

The Green Mountain Club is work
ing In close eo-- o inflation with the
Forestry Department. Mr. A. F.
Ilawes, the State Forester is chair-
man of ihe State Committee on
TrnilH. This season the club has
raised and expended on new trail,
one thousand dollars. The Green
Mountain Club deserves well of the
state of Vermont, as all of the Iral'
It builds Is practically a free gift io
the state fur the fire-patro- l trail of
Ihe Forestry Department, whose
meagre appropriation preclude Ihein
from this vital form of conservation

crk. The method we employ is
Ihls, tlm experts of the Forestry De-

partment locate and blaze the trail
following Forestry standards, that is
the trail never exceeds a 1.1 per cen. I
grade. They then put a construction J
gang at worn and ine urecii .Mou-
ntain Club pays the cost. We get'
what we want and they get what',
they want, aud the Green .Mounn.in
Club money goes twice ;m far as i

would otherwise.
Many parties from outside of tin t

state are now travelling the new
trail, the most notable of thoin being;
a squad of men from tho Appalachian
Club of Boston. This club has a
tneinlierhlilp of lil'Mt all keen for
new regions ho wi are looking lor an
Influx following this, their first trip.

It is rather Lite in the hcihou to
try to do any mor, but with the pres
tlRn of our accomplished work of this
season we look for easier times in fu-

ture. Next season I hope that
through thn Banner you will nid us
In getting .lie work going at Ben-
nington. Our watchword for two sea
rnns bus hern "Multifield to Kil ing
ten or liust" now we will make it
Killington to Bennington. I believe
that wo can do it next heason. I
