Charles Becker, the lit
ter'a attorney. Joseph A. Shay, for-

mally resigned as trial counsel.
Tbe district attorney said he be-

lieved "Duro Frank'" mental state
waa such when ho made the confes-
sion that no faith should be placed
In it.

Shay said be resigned as trial coun
el for Darker because the latter'

brother, Detective Lieutenant John
Becker, had Insisted on listening to
the btorlea of " an assortment of pet-- ,

ty crooks" who wanted to sell al-

leged information. Shay said he
could not prepare the defense of
Becker with hU brother Interfering.
In a two-hou- r conference in his cell
in the Tombs today Charles Becker
tried to persuade Shay to return to
his defense, but was unsuccessful.

Dlst. Atty. Whitman discredits
that part of the confession of "Dago
Frank" Clroficl. made before the gun-

man was put to death in Sing Sing
prison yesterday morning, which
charged that Harry Vnllon, a witness

...for the State in the trials of the gun-"- "

men, was one of the men who fired
the shots that "killed tbe gambler,
Herman Rosenthal.

"Vallon never Bred a revolver In
his life," the prosecutor said today.
"He hasn't the nerve. The idea that
Vallon, a man absolutely without any
courage, would brace up and fire at
Rosenthal when 'Dago Frank,' a pro-

fessional gunman, ran away, is in-

credible. "All the gunmen had rec-

ords and had been convicted at one
time or another. It was their busi-

ness to do that sort of thing, and
they were not the men to loe their
nerve." .

Regarding the statement of "Dago
Frank" that he did not know Charles
Becker, tbe police lieutenant whose
conviction for the murder was re-

versed by the State Court of Appeals
and who will be tried again probably
next month, Mr. Whitman said be
had never contended that the con-
fessing gunman was acquainted with
Becker. "Bocker probably knew two
of the gunmen," the district attorney
Bald, "but there is no evidence that
he and 'Dago Frank had met."

Mr, Whitman Is said to believe
" that' "Dago Frank" was animated by

a spirit of revenge In naming Val-

lon. "Lefty Louie" Rosenberg and
"Gyp the Blood" Horowitz were tho
other two who "Dago Frank" said
shot Rosenthal.

The charge against Vallon, Mr.
Whitman pointed out, finds no sup-
port In any of the evidence adduced
at the trials of Becker and the gun-
men; whereas the other parts of the
confession are borne out by the state
ments of the informers, Vallon,
Schepps, Webber and others.

Thoso labor features of the bill

stand out prominently In the revised
measure, nud the Administration is
anxious to have them passed as par,
c Us trust programme. The Injunc-
tion provisions follow the lines of the
Clayton bill, which passed the House
in tho Sixty-pccon- d Congress. The
prcvlr.lon for Jury trials lu cases of
indirect contempt Is also based on
the Clayton contempt bill, which the
Houso passed In the last Congress.

The holding company hill, as origi-
nally Introduced, has been somewhat
modified pnd incorporated in tho new
trust bill. There hris also been a re
htriction cf the otiginr.l scope of tho
interlocking directorates bill. The
original measure prohibited Interlock
ins directorates between banks re-

gardless of their capitalization. The
revised provision now proposes to

banks with resources cf less
than $2,500,000 from the interlocking
Directorate prohibition.

Tho sixth section, dea'lng with the
.status of labor unionu uuder the Sher
mau law, will probably net satisfy
tho labor leaders and astltators. They
were In favor of the Racon-Uartlet- t

bill exempting unions from the Sher
man law. Tills has been sidetracked
In the new trust bill, which, however
does provide that nothing in the anti-

trust laws shr.ll bo construed as for-
bidding the existence and operation
of labor and similar organizations or
forbid or restrain individual members
of such orders from carrying out the
legitimate objects of such associa-
tions.

Eleven Battleships and 15, COO Men

Will Make a Demonstration Off

Hampton Roads. Va.. April 15.

Adtnlial ledger's fleet left here at
12.30 today for Tamplco and Vera
Cruz to enforce the American de-

mand that the Mexican government
make full and comple e apology for
the Insult to this country In the ar-

rest of American murines.
Admiral ledger's fleet consists of

the battleships Arkansas, Vermont
Now Jersey and New Hampshire and
the gunboat Yankton. The South
Carolina, which Is on the way from
Hayti to this port will Join the Beet
in the Florida straits If she can be
reached by wireless In season.

Rear Admiral Dodger declared Just
before going aboard his Cagshlp the
Arkanras, that the fleet would be at
Tamplco Monday night or Tuesday
morning. Tbe Delaware which is un-

dergoing repairs is left behind.
Washington, April 15. No word

of apology has come from President
Huerta and while President Wilson
has issued no formal statement be
made his position clear to callers to-

day that he will brook no further de-

lay and that this will be no rose-wat-

demonstration but prompt war
unless Huerta takes action at once
in reparation for the insult to this
ce untry.

In both branches of congress party
lines are forgotten and Democrats,
Republicans end Progressives are
working toucher to back up the
president and to see that nothing is
lacking to make every move effec-

tive.
The promptness with which Ad-

miral Bodgtr's fleet put to Boa today
Is most gratifying to everybody and
especla'ly to those of each of the
three parties who have labored for
years to make the American navy
effective In time of crisis.

Washington, April 14 President
WHson today ordered practlca'ly the
entire Atlantic fleet to Mexican
waters to force a public salute to the
Stars and Strips from the Huerta
government as an apolcgy for the ar-

rest of American marines at Tamplco
last Thursday.

No ultimatum has been issue- d-

that Is, no specified time has been
set within which the Huerta govern-
ment must comply but the naval
demonstration has been ordered as a
concrete evidence cf the fixed deter-
mination of the United States to
back up Rear Admiral Mayo's de-

mand for a salute. Up to tonight
Gen. Huerta had not made satisfac-
tory response to that demand.

"Future developments depend upon
Huerta himself," was the way a high
Administration official close to the
President summarized the situation.

The decision to send the fleet was
reached after the President and Sec
retary Bryan had conferred for an
hour with John Llnd, pesonal repre-
sentative of the President in Mexi-
co, and after a two hours' cabinen
meeting, during which despatches
from Charge O'Sbaughnessy revealed
that the Huerta government disputed
the right of American marines to be
ashore at Tamplco, and contended
that the recent public statement of
apology was ample.

Immediately after the Cabinet
meeting adjourned Secretary Daniels
issued his order to the Atlantic fleet,
and wireless messages flashed up and
down the Atlantic coast to put the
fleet under steam for Tamplco. It
will be the largest fighting force the
American Government has assembled
for possible action since the Spanish
American war. Eleven great battle-
ships with auxiliaries carrying In all
about 15,000 men will comprise the
fcrce off Tamplco.

High Administration officials do
not expect critical developments, but
they are prepared for any emergency.
Secretary Bryan, who is ill, had in-

tended to leave tonight for Miami,
Fla. He cancelled his reservation
and announced he would stay in
Washington indefinitely. Senator
Shivcly, acting chairman of the Sen-

ate Forc'sn Relations Committee,
had a long conference with Mr. r.ry-a- n

aud called nt the White House as
well.

gunboat Dolphin and responded to by
the American ship would be accept-
able. This was emphatically reject-
ed by the United States and word
was sent that nothing short of a pub-

lic salute to the American flag would
be satisfactory."

The board
of 'aldermen legislated a'ong new
lines last evening at the adjourned
regular session.

A
first and second reading were given
to a new ordinance to compel those
who expose food fur sale to screon
and otherwise protect the Barae from
files and other contamination.

trees directed the park commission-
ers to plant a row of trees on North
avenue from Battery park to the
north lino of Lake View cemetery
and provide suitable wire guards for
the same and to assess the cost not
to exceed $1 per tree against the
abutting property and to plant suit-
able trees in such other portions of
the street as may be desirable and
make like assessment. The , resolu-
tion was adopted.
