Bobs Barnes Demands $50,000 Dam

Said About Him.

Syracuse, N. Y April 19. Then
(lore Roosevelt and William Barnes
the principal! in the. big libel suit
which is scheduled lo come to trial
today in the Supreme Court here
arrived in the city last night. The
Colonel and Mr. Dames rode in the
same train.

CARPATHIANS NOW

IN CONTROL OF

RUSSIANS .

Officially Claim Complete Victory

Over the Austnans

HAVE TAKEN 70,000 PRISONERS

Petrograd Dispatches Further Say

That 30 Cannon and 200 Ma-

chine Guns Captured.

Petrograd. April 18. Seventy-fiv- e

miles of the principal chain of the
Carpathians carried by storm and
70,0110 prisoners, including 900 ofji- -

cers, taken, with 30 field guns nnd
I'OO machine guns, represent the tan
gible result for the Russians of the
tremendous struggle which has been
waged for the gateways of Hungary
since the beginning of March. This
definite information was contained
in the following ollieial review of the
campaign issued from General Head
quarters tonight:

"At the beginning of March in the
principal chain of the Carpathians
we held only the region of the Dukla
passes, where our lines formed, an
exterior angle. All other passes of
Lupkow and further east, were in
the hands ot the enemy.

"To sum up. on the whole Car
pathian front, between March IS ui:d
April 12, the enemy has Buffered enor
mous losses and lias left in our
hands in prisoners alone at least
70,000 inen, including about 900 of- -

thirty field guns and 200 machine
guns."

KEEP 30,000 ON STRIKE

Too Late to Arbitrate Now, Chicago
Employers Say

Chicago, April 18 Officers of the
Carpenters' Contractors' Association
today rejected an offer of the Car-
penters' Union officials to send to ar
bitration the stril;e for an increase
In wages. The contractors said they
had tried to arbitrate the question of
wages for the last six mouths, anu
that the strike had been called by
the union officials without even sub
mitting the employers' final proposal
to the workmen. They said that the
employers were as well able to fight
the wage question out with the un-

ions now as thev would bo later.
The employers' proposal which tho

union officials rejected, provided for
a wage increase of 2 cents an
hour. The men are striking for an
increase of from (15 cents to 75 cents
an hour. More than 30,000 men are
on strike, union men assert, and
there are 1,100 sheet-meta- l workers
locked out because of their failure to
sign the joint agreement under which
the building trades operate.

DERIlRG letter
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Taken as Indication of Germany

Will Ask To Gain Peace

EQUAL RIGHTS IN BELGIUM

Same as Enjoyed by England No

lncreao of, Territory But- - Full

Freedom of the Seas.

New York, April 19. The letter of
Dr. Bernhard Dernburg,
Secretary of Germany, in which he
proposed as a basis of peace .satis
factory to Germanv the neutraliza
tion of the seas, in times of war as
well as peace, by a concert of the
powers, aroused great interest yes
terday as pointing to a possible will
ingness of Germany at this time to
discuss terms upon vliich the con
fllct in Europe nr.ght be brought to
a termination.

In this letter, read at. a mass meet
ing in Portland, Mi., Saturday night
and given wide circulation through
the press. Dr. Dernburg advanced
ideas which in the main amount--
li these proposal.?:

1. Tiie freedom or neutralization of
the high seas in lUno of war.

2. An open door policy regarding
colonies under which German trade
with the colonies of other empires,
notably the British, would not be
hampered by the preferential tariffs
now accorded the mother country.

3. Falling the grant of demands 1

and 2 and the smoothing of the Ger
man paths of commerce through Bel
glum without British interference,
Germany's retention of Belgium as
a natural foreland and commercial
doorway to the western seas.

4. The safety, which would seem
to mean now the return to Germany
of German Colonies, in to which Ger-
many could pour her increasing popu
In t ion. '

5. A free hand for German activity
along lines already tappel in Asia
Minor and Africa.

In his argument Dr. jjernburg as
serted that the advantages acruing
to Germany from permanently re-

taining the land which it had taken
in Europe could be disregarded if alt
the other German demands, especial-
ly a guaranteed free sea, were fully
complied with in making peace nnd
'the natural commercial relations of
Belgium and Germany were consider
ed in a Just and workable form."
