Robert Muller Who Sent Secret
Letters to Berlin

BY USE OF INVISIBLE INK

Claimed That Mullcr Was Former

Resident of Boston But Story

Denied.

London. June 2 F. Holiort Muller,
HaiiJ tti have been formerly in busin-
ess in Boston, who on Juno 4 was
found guilty at the Old Bailey l'olico
Court of being a German spy, was ex-

ecuted In the Tower of London today
by shooting.

'Another alleged German spy, Rob-

ert Rosenthal, who is said by the pol-

ice to have confessed that he was
sent to England by the German Ad-

miralty to obtain information on nav-

al affairs, is to be court-martiale-

The official announcement concern
ing Muller and Rosenthal was ex-

tremely brief, setting forth that Mul-

ler had been put to death in the Tow-

er this morning, and that the "sum-
mary of the evidence in the case of
the alleged spy Rosenthal was taken
to the Wellington Barracks today. He
will bo tried by court-martial.-

It is presumed that Muller faced u
firing squad in the yard of the Tower
of London at dawn, as did Carl Hans
Lotly who was put to death last No-

vember after he had been convicted
of spying.

Boston, June 23. Friends of F.
Robert Muller, who was formerly in
the rubber business here, asserted
tonight that lie was not the man shot
as a German spy in London today.

K.. Robert Muller was arrested with
Anton Kuepfer!e,and another man
named Uahii All were accused of
sending military information to Ger-
many by means of invisible ink. Both
Muller and Halm were convicted and
Mailer was sentenced to death, while
Halin was sentenced lo serve seven
years' in prison. Kuepferle commiti
ted suicide while his trial was in prog

BEATEN RUSSIANS

PURSUED AND

HARRASSED

Russians on Dniester River are

Stilling Holding Out

LEffiBERG TAKEN ON TUESDAY

Russians Saved Their Artillery But

Lose Part of It In Their

Retreat.

Berlin, June 21 The capture of
Lcmberg lias not stopped .the Austr-

ian and German armies. The retreat
ing Russians are being pursued and

at many points have thrown away
their arms and equipment "in a wild

rush for safety.
Thousands of prisoners and large

quantities of munitions; cannon and
machine guns which were safely with
drawn from Lemberg are falling Into
the hands of the Germanic allies
along the line of the Russian retreat.

The Russian army on the Dneister,
south of Lemberg, is still offering re-

sistance but is now practically sur-

rounded and its lino of retreat Is

threatened by Gen. Von Mackensen's
troops advancing along the railroad
east of Lemberg.

The next town in Galicia, east of
Lemberg, of importance, is Farapol,
distant about 50 miles.. At Tarnapol
the railroad branches, one line run-

ning to Lemberg and the other ex-

tending southwest to the Dneister,
where the Russians are still 'holding
out. It will be necessary for the Ger-

mans to occupy Tarnopal to ' clear
Galicia of the Russians.

; Lcmberg was occupied at' 4 o'clock
Tuesday afternoon after an all day
battle. The following official version
of the operations around Lemberg
was issued by the Vienna War Office.

The northwest', and west fronts" of
Lemberg, on the line of Zolkiew to
Mikolaiow, were strongly occupied by
Russian defensive forces. Tuesday at
5 o'clock in the forenoon the Vienna
Iandwehr stormed the Rzezna works,
on'' the road from Janow to Lemberg,
from the northwest. At the same time
our troops advanced across tho
heights east of the Mlyuewka Rivulet
and stormed several bulwarks before
Lysa Gora Heights.

During the forenoon, while ad vane
Ing furtther in the direction of the
town, the remaining- - works, north-
west and west of the fronts, were cap
tured after sanguinary fighting. In
this fighting the Russian front was
again broken, and tlje enemy, who
suffered heavy losses, again was fore
ed to retreat.

Our troops, pursuing the enemy
across the heights east and northeast
of the town, crossed south of the Lem
berg road to Mikolaiow.

Amid demonstrations of joy by the
population General von Boohm-Erm-ol- li

entered the town of Lemberg at
4 lo'dock in tho afternoon with the
troops of the. Second Army.

Near Zolkiew and Jtawa Ruska the
Russians are retreating. Isolated Rus
stan attacks 011 the Tanew River
have been repulsod.

; London, June 21 Whether the fall
of Lemberg means that the Russian
army operating south of it in South-
east Galicia is effectively .. cut off
from the army ot tho north, stretch-
ing across Poland to the Baltic can-

not yet bo said. The newspapers of
both Vienna and Berlin say this is the
case and that the Russian arms have
received a blow from which they can
not recover.

If the stroke proves as erasing as
the Teutons predict, ils effect, mili-

tary observers here predict, soon
should be felt in the transfer of vast
German forces to the west, where for
days they have been hard pressed by
tho French.

Bp to midnight last night Petro-gra- d

had not conceded the fall of
Lemberg. Previous dispatches from
the Russian capital, however, related
details of what purported to be the
systematic withdrawal of tho Rus-

sians from the town, and if these de-

tails prove correct .it is believed In
military circles here that when the
count Is taken of the Austro-Germa-

booty 'it will not be large, for, as was
the case at Przemysl, the Russians
aro said to have worked hard to move
everything of military value.

AUSTRIAN TROOPS FROM GALICIA

In Line Against Italians But Were

Beaten Results of One Month

of War.

Geneva, Juno 22, via Paris, June 23.

A Tribune dispatch from. Laibach
says:

"The Italians have gained posses
sion of all the positions defending
Malborgeth after a fierce struggle
against the Austrians, particularly
Honved detachments, which display
ed great tenacity. The Italians now
are violently bombarding the city.

"Arrival of Austrian reinforce
ments stopped the Italian advance at
Cajioretto, but they have not, gone
back across the Isonzo.

"Thirty thousand Austrians who de
bouched from tho Temova forest are
inarching against positions north of
Gorki:.

"Southeast of Flitsch a strong Aus
trian force sought to drive back the
Italians who gave way before super
ior numbers and retired as far as the
frontier, 'where they concealed them
selves in a forest and- - allowed the
Austrians to pass. When the Aus-

trians were installed in Italian posi
tions the Italians opened a murder-
ous machine gun fire, killing over
400 of their adversaries and forcing
the rest out of their positions."
