London, July 17 The Austro-Ger-tna-

armies, which now appear to be
working in perfect concert as the re-

sult of the German organization, are
giving the Russians little vest, or
tun; to reorganize themselves after
their retreat from tialicia.

Simultaneously with the German
effort to reach Warsaw, or the Rus-

sian lines serving that fortress front
the north, the Austrians have attack-
ed along the Dniester and have suc-

ceeded in crossing that river at sev-

eral points. General von Macken-srn'- s

army, which doubtless had
been waiting for Field Marshal von
llindeiihurg to move in the north,
has also come to life again and the
lighting has been resumed in South-
ern Poland. In fact, (here is fighting
of more or less severity all along the
Russian front. e.cept in Central Po-

land, where the Russians are in such
strong positions that, in the opinion
of military men. it would be impos-
sible to break through.

The Germans claim to have made
fuilhfi- - progress with their northern
operations, but with the Russians re-

tiring it is not likely thai the main
forces have clashed as yet. '

perts, to sipieeze the Russians out of

OF WILD BEES

"Mart" Green lays Foundation of

Apiary at Coleville

HAS HIVE IN A HOLLOW LOG

Has it Set up at His Cabin and Ex-

pects to Raise Good Crop

of Honey.

"Mart" Green, who has lived the
life of a hermit in the mountains east
of the village for a number of years,
has accomplished the unusual feat
of capturing and preserving a swarip
of wild bees.

Wild honey is secured every year
by bee hunters in the vicinity of
Sucker pond but the usual process !s
to cut down the "bee" tree, suffocate
the insects with smoke and carry off
the sweet. By the method generally
used by bee hunters 'the swarm is de-

stroyed.
Some time ago "Mart' discovered a

bee tree on the mountain and he
determined not only to have the hon-
ey but to capture the swarm iir.act.
The tree was a large pine that had
not been cut for lumber bcauso Ic

was hollow from the roots far into
the top. A forest fire had swept over
the locality when the tree was a sap-
ling and a scar which had neyr heal-

ed had been burned on ono side of
the tree. This spot uncovered by
bark bad been left an opening for tie-ca- y

and the. tree had rotted away at
the heart while the outside she'l was
mill sound.'

When "Mart" cut down (lie. tree he
tawed out the section containing the

liecs, about eight feet In length, put
a couple oT screens over the openings
and, with a horse hauled log, bees
and honey to his home in the Cole-

ville district. He set, the log up on
end on. the south side of his cabin,
peeled off the bark, applied a
coat of paint to keep out the water
.and cut a small opening for the bees
to come and go.

i A t present the bees are working in-

dustriously and the novel hive has
been inspected by a number of per-

sons who h:lve made a study of bees.
A few days ago an apiarist from New
Jersey who 'owns Son swarms of bees
and who estimates his annual crop
of honey in tons was in Bennington
arid paid "Mart" a visit. "He tool
me, said Mart, "that if I had LT

swarms of those fellows that I

wouldn't have lo bunt around for any-
thing else to do but 'tend to 'em."

Since the "hive" has been set up
"Mart" has fashioned some iFoiiey
boxes which he has placed on the
upper end of the log for the bees to
fill after they have laid in a stock in
the log to tarry them through the
winter.
