RUSSIAN OFFENSE SLACKENING

Evidence of Division of German

Forces to Take Part in Balkan

Campaign.

London, Oct. 3. Rain and tho con-

sequent inlid have prevented the Anglo-

-French armies from continuing
their full offensive in Artois. Fight-
ing of a stubborn nature, however, is
still go'HiR on in that region, both
'sides endeavoring to secure vantase
points. Success here, as in Cham-
pagne, is apparently varying, al-

though the Allies are holding virtual-
ly all tho ground they gained in last
week's thrust.

That other similar thrusts' will
take place before long is the settled
conviction of military writers, who
see in the repeated bombardments of
the German positions on the Belgian
coast by llritish ships and bjg French
gums, and air raids over the German
lines evidence of .another storm brew
ins. Xaturally it will take some
days to prepare, as the guns which
now play such a. large part in the
campaign have to be brought up, and
this is no easy matter after the heavy
rains, particularly in the low coun-
tries of Flanders and Artois.

London, Oct. 3. The Russian minis
ter at Sofia has been ordered by his
government to leave the 'Bulgarian
capital if within twenty-fou- r hours
Bulgaria does not openly break with
the central powers' and dismiss the
Austro-Oerniai- i ollicers who recently
arrived :n that country to direct the
operations ot King Ferdinand's orniy.

The other power3 of the quadruple
eniorite are hacking up Russia in this
demand, and so Bulgaria must wiiltin
a few hours decide on continued neu-

trality or be considered definitely
committed' to the central powers, i

From the news received during the
last fow days from the Balkans it is
considered certain that King Ferdi-
nand and Premier Radoslavoff have
made their choice and are only await-
ing the completion of mobilization ta
strike at Serbia and assist the

to open the road to Con
stantinople, which has been anxious-
ly wailing for many weeks for prom-

ised aid from the central powers. i
Greece, it is believed, will live up

to its treaty with Serbia anil come to
its assistance if it is attacked by its
neighbor, but the attitude of Ruman-
ia, which remains an only partly mob
ilized spectator, is a matter of un-

certainty.
While fully confident of their abili-

ty to handle the new situation, the
Allies do not belittle It, which ac-

counts in some respects for their ac-

tivities.

London, Oct. 3. The speed of op-

erations and the intensity and vigor
of Field .Marshal von llindeuburg's
offensive in 'western Itussia is slack-
ening. Tho effect, of the withdrawal
of troops for the contemplated Balk-
an campaign and of others for the
strengthening of the hard pressed
Teuton armies in the west is becom-
ing more and more noticeable.

The German commander in chief
reports only insignificant progress in
the encircling movement around
Dvinsk. Latest official advices from
Petrograd claim the recapture of
Postavy, on the important supply line
leading from Novoswensyany to Bere-switsc-

half way between Vilna and
Dvinsk.

The German southern armies, that
of Prince Leopold of Bavaria, and the
Austro-Germa- forces in Yolhynia
and along the Galician border line,
aie reported by Berlin to have made
substantial progress. Petrograd, on
the other hand, in its latest ollicail re-
port, asserts the Russians made con-

siderable headway in Galicia.
Altogether, no essential change is

reported from eithed side. Dvinsk
and Pinsk continue to bo the ardent-
ly coveted immediate objective of the
Teutons ,and both places are equally
stubbornly defended, mostly by Rus-
sian rear guards. In the southwest,
the Germans strenuously endeavor to
approach Rovno while the Russians
seem to be holding their ground.

lief that the underwriting of the huge
credit would be found to be oversub-
scribed when all the applications
were in. The London Times says
that this is the largest exterior loan
ever floated in this country.

Under rules adopted by the syndi-
cate managers yesterday investors
may obtain the 5 per cent, joint notes
on a basis that will yield about 5.85
per cent., and a large demand from
the investing public is expected.

It was learned that a single sub-

scription from one of the richest men
in the United States had been receiv-
ed for more than $30,000,0(10 of the is-

sue. Members of the Morgan firm,
beyond admitting the fact, would not
discuss this subscription or give
any hint as the identity of the man
making it. One banker reported on
Wednesday that he knew of investors
who had pledged themselves to take
more than $100,000,000.

CZAR SENDS ULTIMATUM

Orders His Minister to Leave Sofia if

Bulgaria Does Not Break With

Germany,

Athens, Oct. 4. The government
permitted it to be known today that
Anglo-Frenc- troops had been landed
near Saloniki to assist Greece in case
Bulgaria invades Macedonia. The
government' has seized four railways
presumably to be used in the trans-
portation of troops.

Saloniki, Oct. 4. Two large Rus-

sian squadrons have appeared off the
Bulgarian port of Varna on the Black
sea. The port has important railway
connections and it is presumed that
Russian troops will he landed to as-

sist Greece.

Botrlin, via wireless to Tukerton, N.
.1., Oct. 4. The French government
has issued an order refusing permis-
sion to any Bulgarian reservists to
leavo France.

Petrograd, via London, Oct 3 The
pemi-officia- l news agency says the
Russian minister has been ordered to
leave Sofia unless within twenty-fou- r

hours the Bulgarian government open
ly breaks with Austria and Germany
and sends away the Austrian and Oer
man military officers now in Bulgaria.
The news agency gives the following
note which the minister at Sofia has
been ordered to hand to M. Radoslav-
off, the Bulgarian premier: '

"The events which are taking place
in Bulgaria at this moment give evi-

dence of a definite decision of King
Ferdinand's government to place the
fate of its country in the hands of
Germany.

"The presence of German and Aus-

trian oflicers at the ministry of war
and on the staff of the army, the con-

centration of troops In the zone bord-
ering Serbia, and tho extensive finan-

cial support accepted from our en-

emies by the Sofia cabinet no longer
leave any doubt as to the object of
the military preparations of Bulgaria.

"The powers of t fie entente, who
have at heart the realization of the
aspirations of the Bulgarian people,
have on many occasions warned M,
Radoslavoff that any hostile act
against Serbia would be considered
as directed against themselves. The
assurances given by the head of the
Bulgarian cabinet in reply to these
warnings are contradicted by the
facts.

"The representative of Russia,
which is bound to Bulgaria by the im-

perishable memory of her liberation
from the Turkish yoke, cannot sanc-

tion by his presence preparations for
fratiicidnl aggression against a Slav
and allied people. The Russian min-

ister, therefore, has received orders
to leave Bulgaria with ".II the staffs
of the legation and consulates if tho
Bulgarian government does not with-

in twenty-fou- r hours openly break
with the enemies of the Slav cause
and of Russia, and does not at once
send a way oflicers belonging to ar-

mies of states which are at war with
the powers of the entente."

ROOSEVELT SHOT

MOOSE TO SAVE

HIS OWN LIFE

Colonel Explains Violation of Game

Laws of. Canada

HUNTER CHARGED BY BIG BULL

Animal Refused to Be Scared Off and

Colonel Shot it

Twice.

Quebec, Oct. 3. How Colonel
Roosevelt had to break the game
laws of Quebec on bis recent visit
here and kill an extra moose in order
to save his own life, is told in an af-

fidavit sworn to by himself and his
two guides before Notary Panel of
St. Raymond and deposited with the
fish and game branch in the local
parliament buildings.

According to the statements the
Colonel, who was the guest of the
Tourilli club, had already killed the
one moose allowed liim by law and
was returning with his two guides,
Beebo Lorette and Joe Lefevre, in a
canoe when they sighted another
moose at somo distance.

The way home lay through a small
stream connecting two lakes, and
rhortly before they came to this the
moose disappeared into the bush. As
the canoe was half way down the
.stream, the animal appeared in front
of It. The water was only about a
foot deep and the moose began its
charge at about thirty feet distant.

Roosevelt fired over its head, but
the moose kept on, then the former
president, realizing, as be said after-
ward, it was either bis life or that of
tho angry beast, fired again and
struck the latter in chest at about
eighteen feet away. It slowed up
for a moment but came on again.
This time the big game hunter gave
it a shot through tho head which
brought it down. .

HESPERIAN HIT MINE

Evperts Conclude That Ship Was Not
Torpedoed.

Washington. Oct. M Naval ofl-

icers assigned to examine pieces of
metal, which were said to havo been
found aboard the Allan liner Hesper-

ian before she sank off the Irish
coast on Sept. 4, are practically con-

vinced that the vessel was wrecked
by a mine. Their findings will be
submitted to Secretary Daniels this
week.

While there never has been a for-

mal announcement on the subject,
dispatches from London have credit-
ed the British admiralty with the be-

lief that the Hesperian was torpedo-
ed without warning by a German sub
marine. The captain of the vessel
expressed this opinion and submitted
the metal fragments which ho con-

tended were pieces .of a torpedo.
Some or the pieces were submitted to
the naval attache at the American
Embassy at London, who turned
them over to Ambassador Page to be
forwarded to the State Department
along witli tho affidavits of the offic-

ers and passengers of the Hesperian.

2000 Machinists

DEMAND AN EIGHT HOUR DAY

Settlement of Mnchinests' Grievances

in Pittsfield May Help to Avert

Serious Trouble.

Schenectady, Oct. 4. The threaten-- ,

ed strike in the General Electric
works culminated this morning; when
2000 machinists and 4000 electrical
workers walked out.

Albany, . Oct. 4. While 2,000 ma-

chinists were preparing to strike at
the General Electric works in Sche-

nectady nt 9 o'clock this morning,

the remaining were awaiting the. re-

sults of a meeting w hich each of tho
thirteen International unions at tho
plant had under way.

The action of the machinists is
declared to hare precipitated an open
break between ine vniions unions em-

ployed at the plant over the eight-hou- r

question, the machinists assert-
ing the right to take independent ac-- .

tion, while the electrical workers and
some of the other employes claim all
unions in the, .Metal Trades alliance
are bound by the acts of the com-

mittee.
It was said last night the machin-

ists would leavo the works quietly
and that there would be no molesta-
tion of the union men left in tho
plant. :

Dispatches received in Schenectady
yesterday told of the - settlement or
the machinists' " grievance In ' the
Westinghouse plant at Pittsfield, the
largest of, the General Electric com-

pany's competitors in the United
States. Tliis labor trouble was fet-
tled under an arrangement whereby
the' men will work fifty-tw- o instead
of fifty-fou- r hours a week and will get
the same pay they have been receiv-
ing, which means an increase of
about three and seven-tenth- s per
cent. The disturbance in the West-
inghouse company's plant affected
15,000 workers, perhaps 1,000 mora
than are now employed in the 'big
electric works at Schenectady.

The similarity of the trouble in tho
two cities and the fact that the dif-

ficulty was adjusted in Pittsfield with
out a strike may have an important
effect on conferences still to bo had
between workers and the manage-
ment of the Schenectady company.
