Mr. Fullcrton purposely eliminated
the hard drinkers from his experi-

ments; he confined himself to the
"bottle of beer" man who thinks that
what ho takes cannot possibly hurt
him.

He kept tab of the records and bat-

ting averages of thirty-tw- moderate
drinkers and twenty-lou- r players who
did not drink. Alter eleum years
only two of the original thirty-tw- o

drinking players are on the diamond
while eight of the twenty-fou-

are still playing. Further-
more only live of the drinkers are
f rospeious as opposed to fourteen of
the Six of the beer
eontigent are down and out, eight
are dead, and one is missing but
only three of the s are
either dead or ruined. The non-drin- k

ers have won more games and pitch-
ed more games, stolen more bases
and kept up a better batting average,
although at the beginning of the elev-

en years the drinkers surpassed them.
