' MAILS SHOW PROSPERTY

Post Offices in Fifty Cities ' Increase
Business 17.96 Per Cent.

Washington, Dec. 5. Marked im
provement in business conditions da
reflected in tho November revenues
of the largest fifty Post Offices of itlie
country, r pTiductnp) proximately
half of ail the PosaV receipts, , Post-
master General Burn&oV 'aftnouq'fijd:
this today in abatement showing an
increase of $2,03:1,138, or 17.96 per
cent for those ollices over November
a year ago.

The normal rate of increase is
about 7 per cent., but November last
year showed a decrease of 5.71 per
cent, as a result of the business de-

pression whK'h began immediately
after the war started. The depres-
sion was most seriously felt during
that month. Total receipts of the
fifty cities was $13,340,450 in Novem-

ber this year.

POPE URGES PEACE

Says Contending Parties Should Seek
Settlement

Koine, Dec. 6 Pope Benedict In his
Allocution to the Cardinals today at
the opening of the secret consistory
again condemned the horrors of war.

"Without, doubt", he., began, "you
are aware of the difficulties which, up
to the present, have impeded us from
convoking the sacred College. If final-

ly it has been granted to me today to
see you again in goodly numbers it is
not because thone difficulties have be-

come less, but because we have fear-
ed that by longer delay the procedure
of the Roman Curia might seriously
suffer,' since during this year and the
one just passed not a few are the va-

cancies 'which death has caused in the
Sacred College.

"In this grave' and historic moment
before the assembly, notwithstanding
the ruin accumulating during the last
sixteen months, notwithstanding that
the desire for peace grows daily in
many Vears and that numberless fam-

ilies in. their sorrow long for it. not-

withstanding that I have tried e,very

means that might hasten peace or al-

lay discord, nevertheless the fatal
war still grows in fury by land and
sea and threatens unfortunate Armen-
ia with extreme ruin.

.'While we seek with all our re-

sources to alleviate the doleful con-

sequences, we fet;l obliged by pur
